Dear Sir/Madam,

We wish to refer to the Joint WMO-IOC Circular Letter JCOMM No. 01-5 dated 20 February 2001, by which you were invited to nominate possible members of groups and expert teams and rapporteurs of JCOMM.

The first session of the Joint WMO-IOC Technical Commission for Oceanography and Marine Meteorology (JCOMM-I) (Akureyri, Iceland, 19-29 June 2001) has been successfully completed. The Commission established a Management Committee, as well as four Programme Areas, namely, Services, Observations, Data Management, and Capacity Building, each with its coordination group, expert teams, task teams and specific experts.  The new JCOMM substructure is illustrated in the diagram in Annex I.

The session also designated members of all the subsidiary bodies except the Expert Team on Data Management Practices and a satellite expert in the Observations Coordination Group, based on the nominations from Members/Member States.  The list of the designated members of these bodies is given in Annex II.

In this regard, we would like now to request you to confirm your concurrence for the participation of the designated experts from your country in the JCOMM subsidiary bodies. We would much appreciate it if you could inform us as soon as possible, but not later than 30 September 2001, in order to ensure that the bodies will be able to begin their tasks as soon as possible.   

With regard to the Expert Team on Data Management Practices, which was established at JCOMM-I, the Commission recognized that the terms of reference of this new Expert Team were quite different from those of the Expert Team on Ocean Data Management which was proposed in the Joint Circular Letter 01-05. These new terms of reference are given in Annex III. Therefore, it was decided that the nomination of potential members of the Expert Team on Data Management Practices should be once more requested following the session. We therefore invite you to nominate well-qualified experts as potential members of the Expert Team on Data Management Practices.  In doing so, we would like to emphasize that careful selection and consultation among all interested institutions and agencies in your country is important, in order to ensure that this expert team includes an appropriate balance of expertise to carry out the designated tasks.   

To ensure that the information is available in a uniform manner, it would be appreciated if you could arrange for the completion of the attached form given in Annex IV by the expert you wish to nominate for this expert team.  The completed forms should be sent to either the WMO (attention P. Dexter) or IOC (attention Y. Tréglos) Secretariats as soon as possible, but not later than 30 September 2001.  The nomination of experts received from Permanent Representatives of Members of WMO and/or IOC Action Addressees will meet the requirement for the Permanent Representative’s prior concurrence as prescribed under WMO General Regulation 35(a).


A final selection of members of the Expert Team on Data Management Practices will be made by the co-presidents of JCOMM in consultation with chairmen of relevant bodies and will be announced by a further joint WMO-IOC Circular Letter.

TERMS OF REFERENCE AND COMPOSITION OF THE JCOMM EXPERT TEAM ON DATA MANAGEMENT PRACTICES

Terms of reference

The Expert Team on Data Management Practises, in close collaboration with IODE and CBS subsidiary bodies and related experts, shall:

(a) Develop, recommend, and implement principles and practices for an end-to-end data management system for JCOMM;

(b) Recommend best data management practices for adoption by JCOMM and other related/dependent activities, in particular for:

· Standards of metadata and formats,

· Quality control and data assembly,

· Data and product flow;

(c) Review and assess the effectiveness of data management practices, including integration and consideration of new techniques and approaches;

(d) Provide advice to the DM Coordination Group and other groups of JCOMM, as required, on data management practices;

(e) In concurrence with the co-presidents of the Commission, propose the establishment of projects and task teams as required and, if established, oversee them, including the GTSPP, in order to develop effective data management practices;

(f) Develop documentation and guidance material and promote the adoption of JCOMM data management practices;

(g) Liaise and collaborate with other groups as needed, to ensure access to required expertise, appropriate coordination and to avoid duplication.

Membership

The Membership is selected to ensure an appropriate range of expertise and to maintain an appropriate geographical representation.

· Up to 9 experts, including the chairman, selected from Members/Member States, representative of the range of responsibilities of the Expert Team, in consultation with IODE, as appropriate.

· Representatives of JCOMM Programme Areas, and of other expert bodies may be invited as appropriate with the concurrence of the co-presidents of JCOMM, and with no resource implications to the Commission.
