JOINT WMO/IOC TECHNICAL COMMISSION FOR OCEANOGRAPHY AND MARINE METEOROLOGY

JCOMM CAPACITY BUILDING PROGRAMME AREA

The Thirteenth World Meteorological Congress (Geneva, May 1999) and the 20th IOC Assembly (Paris, June-July 1999) approved the establishment of a new Joint WMO/IOC Technical Commission for Oceanography and Marine Meteorology (JCOMM), through the merger of the existing WMO Commission for Marine Meteorology (CMM) and the Joint IOC/WMO Integrated Global Ocean Services System (IGOSS).

According to the JCOMM Terms of Reference, it shall be responsible for coordinating the provision of capacity building to Member States within its field of responsibility. To accomplish such a task, the JCOMM Capacity Building Coordination Group has decided to distribute the present questionnaire. Based on the information obtained, the group will develop projects to enhance Member States’ capacity to participate in and benefit from the marine meteorological and oceanographic programmes of IOC and WMO.
