	Major challenges and difficulties:

	
	In 2006, 6 DEVIL systems have been ordered to CSIRO: 3 for Brest, 3 for Nouméa. 30 000 € have been funded by IRD to replace the old acquisition systems. They will be installed in 2007.

A new software will be necessary: we will use the XBT QC software designed by the CSIRO (not available yet).

In 2007, 6 other DEVIL systems will be funded (35 000 €).

This new equipment will allow us to maintain 5 lines in the Atlantic Ocean: AX01, AX05, AX11, AX15, AX20 and 4 or 5 lines in the Pacific: PX04, PX05, PX12, PX53.
