In 2005 we paid for 5762 ship report but only 4263 reports were sent onto GTS via Reykjavik but some more reports were transmitted via other agencies

All ships make observations 4 times pr. day but some of them report at all synoptic  hours.

From Reykjavik there are also transmitted  hourly  reports in ship code from 10 moored buoys around Iceland, only containing wave information.  This information is mainly used for calibratiton of satellite data  and for  the safety of the coastal fishery fleet.

The observations are  done manually with aid of following instruments onboard 

Marine Aneroid barometer and sling thermometer

The  Met Office Booklet on State of sea, and  WMO Manual on Codes er used as guidline for  the visual observations.

Reports are in written forms and transmitted in FM-13 Ship-code.  Messages sent to nearest coastal receiving station by HF radio or by Inmarsat-C

The barometers are checked twice a year.

From January 2006 Icelandic Met Office took over as operator for  the ASAP- station onboard  m/v Skogafoss. Last  ten years we have cooperated with the Swedish Met Office (SMHI) but now we are responsible for all the operation.
