Kenya does not have the capacity to transmit through GMDSS. A GMDSS centre is being built at the mombasa port for search and rescue and it is hoped that this will improve satellite communication. 

Data management (monitoring / archival / quality control / exchange):

Marine data rescue and archival ongoing. Exchange restricted to national and regional institutions. 

Quality control skills not well developed.

Coordination and collaboration (national / international):

There exists good coordination and collaboration among national marine institutions. However coordination and collaboration internationally is minimal due to lack of proper networking facilities. 

Ship inspections and regime:

There is normally free access to ships for inspections at the Mombasa Port and inspections are done every time a ship calls at the port.
