	Major challenges and difficulties:

	It is difficult to purchase instruments and to recruit ships due to inadequate funding to support ship observations. 
The enthusiasm of the crew is not well motivated due to the lack of effective specifications and regulations, and communication and coordination among each department.
It is difficult to boarding VOS for AWS-maintainers, due to the frequently change of  VOS routines and docking ports.
The voltage on fishing boat is instable, while the proper functioning of AWS is highly depending on the voltage stability.

	Research / development / testing:

	Install Automatic Meteorological Station on ships nationwide, and adopt electronic logbooks commonly used internationally.
