d) Progress in developing an implementation plan based on “WMO Guidelines on Multi-hazard Impact-based Forecast and Warning Services” (WMO No. 1150);
e) Development of training materials on impact-based forecast and warning services in the curricula of WMO RTCs;
f) Partnership building  for collection and processing of digital impact-related data and information for GDPFS centres to share with countries participating in SWFDP;
g) Incorporating methods to assess likelihood and risk, using numerical weather ensembles, into the WMO Guidelines on Multi-Hazard Impact-based Forecast and Warning Services;
h) Contribution of PWSD to the WMO Global Multi-Hazard Alert System (GMAS);
i) Application of technologies to PWS delivery; 

j) Socio-Economic Benefits of Met/Hydro services;
k) Special themes; Health, Road Transport etc
l) Big Data, Artificial Intelligence etc
9. COLLABORATIVE ARRANGEMENTS WITH OTHER CBS OPAGS AND PRIORITY AREAS OF WMO
