	Objectives
	· Small groups develop PowerPoint presentation to support their requests for funding from either a national funding agency or donor to present on Day 5

	Definitions

	Instructions
	· Drawing from the small group’s work on the concept note and TOR, develop a PowerPoint to present to “representatives” of the funding agency (panel of trainers). The PowerPoint should be designed to answer the questions that a funding agency would likely ask before agreeing to fund the SEB study. Groups may structure presentations according to the components of the concept note or structure to answer the questions: What? Why? How and how much? Who? When? 
· Each small group should decide whether they would like to request money from a national funding source or from one of the donors (World Bank, African Development Bank). If a larger, more detailed study would be required to make the case for conducting the study, small groups are encouraged to target their presentation to a specific donor.

· If it makes sense, small groups may make a request to fund a study in multiple countries using a similar method if they believe there is enough similarity in the reasons for the study, the types of services to be assessed, the sectors covered, and the methods to be used.

· Each small group will have 15 minutes to make their presentation on Day 5. Small groups are encouraged to split the presentation between two presenters.
· At the conclusion of each presentation, trainers and participants will have the opportunity to ask questions of each small group.
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
