	· Examine different reasons for conducting socio-economic benefit (SEB) studies, select the reasons that are most appropriate for the type of study envisioned in your country, and write an objective for the proposed study

	Definitions
	Types of SEB studies – studies can be designed to value all current met/hydro services provided by the NMHS (“whole-of-services”); current individual or a suite of met/hydro services; improvements in current services; or new met/hydro services
Motivation for SEB studies – As described in the presentation, the following reasons for conducting SEB studies might be considered in requests to fund studies:
· Validating the basic provision of Meteorological and Hydrological services
· Validating past investments in specialised Met and Hydro services
· Justifying new investment in Meteorological and Hydrological services
· Determining the value of NMHS services to larger strategic / user goals
· Reallocation of existing resources (focuses only on costs)

	Instructions
	· Participants will work in pairs but carry out the exercise for their own country
· With your partner, discuss the type of study that is needed in your country. 

· Are you interested in valuing the entire national meteorological services? 

· Is there an existing met/hydro service that needs to be evaluated? 

· Are you interested in assessing the additional benefits of improved services; e.g., expanding the coverage of the observational network, improving specific products such as forecasts or early warning systems? 

· Are you interested in considering the benefits of a new met/hydro service?
