	Definitions
	Concept Note – background document to support requests for financial support of proposed socio-economic benefits study – may take different forms, e.g., briefing document or PowerPoint presentation. Key elements include: 
· Description of the study

· Purpose of the study

· Met/hydro services to be assessed

· Sectors to be assessed

· Budget and financing

· Costs of study

· (Potential) sources of financing

· Timeframe

· Design and procurement

· Preparation of the study

· Roles and responsibilities for management oversight, procurement (if necessary), preparation of the study, and dissemination of study results

	Instructions
	· The two main outputs of the training are the concept note and a PowerPoint presentation to support request for financing for a socio-economic benefits study. The concept notes will be prepared for each country while the PowerPoint presentations will be prepared by small groups that will be organized later in the week. 

· For this exercise, participants will work individually unless there are multiple participants from a particular country.
· For each country, participants will develop an outline for the concept note that covers the components enumerated above in the definition of the concept note. Throughout the training workshop, participants will have an opportunity to add content to the concept note.
· For this exercise, participants should begin to think about the type(s) of met/hydro services they would like to value in an economic study. Some options include:

· “Whole of services” – all products and services currently provided by the NMHS

· Improvements in whole of services – this might include adding observation stations, improved research and modeling capabilities, improved methods of disseminating services and products

· Improvements in specific product or service 

· Investment in a new product or service 
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
