Transportation:
Zagreb International Airport, Pleso, is situated 19 km from the city centre of Zagreb. 
The city center can be reached by taxi, bus or car rental. Taxi station is outside the main arrival terminal. Average taxi fare from the airport to city center is 20-30 €.
The airport bus is also parked outside the main arrival terminal. The trip with the airport bus to the main bus station (Autobusni kolodvor), takes about 30 minutes. At the main bus station tram connection is available to the city centre. One way ticket cost is approx. 4 €. Electricity:

All hotel Dubrovnik facilities are over this type of plug supplied with AC electric power voltage 220-240V. In hotel rooms with cord inlet in the picture there are regular outlet watered with the same voltage 220-240V. Only in bathrooms on a hair dryer plug, hotel has the possibility of shaver connection voltage of 110-120 V and 220-240 V. On pictures below can be found mentioned power sockets for easier choice of needed adapter since hotel Dubrovnik do not have this kind of equipment on disposition. 
City power systems are generally 220 V and 50 Hz with CEN plugs. However, an adaptor may also be necessary.
