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10.	BOHEMIA/STONY BROOK, NEW YORK USA AUGUST CLIMATE INFORMATION

The weather in the Bohemia and Stony Brook area in mid-August is typically quite pleasant and warm with high temperatures generally 27-29°C and minimum temperatures about 17-19°C.  Precipitation averages 106 mm for the month, primarily in association with afternoon/evening thunderstorms.  The Long Island, New York region can be impacted by tropical cyclones and their remnants.  The threat of tropical cyclones in the Long Island, New York, is greatest from late August through September.  The average hurricane return period for Long Island is 18 years.
