VENUE
The “Final Review Meeting for the World Expo 2010 Nowcasting Services (WENS) Demonstration Project and Capacity-Building Workshop” will be held at the Sports Hotel, Shanghai, China, from 14 to 18 November 2011.
Immigration and Health Requirement
A valid passport (and visa if applicable) is necessary for all persons entering China.  
A prepared visa application form will be faxed to participants by the local organizers after the necessary information provided.  This form is instead of an invitation letter, and should be submitted, along with your passport, to your nearest Chinese Embassy/Consulate/Visa Office.  Latest entry and health requirements can be obtained from the Embassy of China in your country.
Arrival and transport arrangements
Airport pick-up will be arranged with participants’ name printed on a board.  Please inform the local organizer of your arrival times and dates.  In case of failure to be met at the airport, you may take a taxi to the hotel and the taxi fare is around RMB 250.
Please print the following signs and take them with you when you travel.
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Money
Chinese Currency is called Renminbi (RMB or CNY).  Chinese paper money usually comes in: 1 fen (rare), 2 fen (rare), 5 fen (very rare), 1 jiao, 2 jiao, 5 jiao, 1 yuan, 2 yuan, 5 yuan, 10 yuan, 20 yuan, 50 yuan and 100 yuan.

One yuan is divided into 10 jiao. One jiao is divided into 10 fens (pennies in English).  
The largest denomination of the RMB is the 100 yuan note.  The smallest is the 1 fen coin or note.  The RMB is issued both in notes and coins.  The paper denominations include: 100, 50, 20, 10, 5, 2 and 1 yuan; 5, 2 and 1 jiao.  The denominations of coins are 1 yuan; 5, 2 and 1 jiao.
Chinese currency can be exchanged at banks, hotels and international airport. One U.S. Dollar is approximately 6.4 yuan.  There is usually long queue in banks, so you are advised to exchange some money at the Airport or at the hotel reception.
Credit Cards
Credit cards are widely accepted at hotels and many big shops as well.  Most popular are the Visa and MasterCard.
Electricity
The electric current in China is 220V, 50/Hz, and the below plugs are usually used.  
If your appliances plug has a different shape, you may need a plug adapter.
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Accommodation
The Sports Hotel, the venue for the meeting, is recommended.  A block reservation has been made at the rate between RMB 600 to RMB 700 per night for the superior business room and deluxe room, breakfast and Internet access included.
