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Introduction 

The workshop on coordination and partnership to enhance the benefits of weather, climate and water-related services in the least developed countries (LDCs) in Africa took place from 9 to 10 November 2011 in Cotonou, Benin. 

The workshop was organized by the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) in collaboration   with the United Nations Office of the High Representative for Least Developed Countries, Landlocked Developing Countries and Small Island Developing States (UN-OHRLLS).  Its aim was primarily to promote a better understanding of the contribution of weather-, climate- and water-related services to the socio-economic development of LDCs, particularly in the priority areas of action of the Istanbul Programme of Action (IPoA), including agriculture, food security and rural development, water and sanitation, gender equality and empowerment of women, climate change and environmental sustainability and disaster risk reduction. 

Additionally, the workshop aimed to: enhance coordination and establish strategic partnerships between National Focal Points of LDCs and Directors of NMHSs at national and regional levels; Increase support for the implementation of the IPoA; Share best practices and experiences on the beneficial use of meteorological and hydrological information, products and services in the socio-economic development of LDCs in Africa.

The 70 participants included: national Focal Points of LDCs and Heads of the National Meteorological and Hydrological Services, representing twenty eight (28) of the thirty three (33) LDCs in Africa; representatives from four (4) regional climate institutions (ACMAD, ICPAC, AGRHYMET, SADC CSC) and representatives from UN-OHRLLS and WMO (list of participants attached). 

Opening of the Workshop

The opening ceremony of the workshop was chaired by His Excellency Mr Lambert Koty, Minister of Public Works and Transport of Benin. Mr Koty was accompanied by three other Ministers: Mr Katé Sabai, Minister of Agriculture, Livestock and Fishries Mr Blaise Ahanhanzo Glele Onesiphorus, Minister of Environment, Housing and Urban Development and Mr Jonas Gbian, Minister of Energy, Oil and Mineral Research, Water and Development of Renewable Energies. 

The Permanent Representative of Benin to the WMO, Mr Martin Kassin, cordially welcomed participants and wished them a successful workshop and a pleasant stay in Cotonou. He thanked the organizers for choosing Benin to host the workshop. The meeting, he said, was indicative of the strong political will and commitment of the Benin authorities and the renewed commitment of WMO to the development of NMHSs in the African LDCs.

Ms Susanna Wolf, Senor Programme Officer, representing the Office of the United Nations High Representative for the Least Developed Countries, Landlocked Developing Countries and Small Island Developing States (UN-OHRLLS) thanked the WMO and the National Meteorological Organization of Benin for organizing the Workshop. Ms Wolf introduced the outline of the new IPoA for LDCs for 2011-2020, stating that the key to its success is inherent in the implementation of concrete measures.  Ms Wolf expressed the wish for African LDCs and WMO to seize the opportunities that are intrinsic within the IPoA, to develop their NMHSs and demonstrate the positive impacts of weather, climate and water-related information on the socio-economic programmes and the reduction of poverty in Africa’s LDCs. She hoped that the workshop would make a significant contribution towards this end.  Ms Wolf also conveyed the Under-Secretary-General and High Representative’s greetings, good wishes and regret for his absence.  

The Director of WMO Office for the LDC Programme and Regional Coordination, Mr Kaliba Konaré, delivered the World Meteorological Organization Secretary General’s message. In his message the Secretary General expressed regret for his absence at the opening ceremony –a consequence of his very hectic schedule – and promised to join the workshop at a later stage. He highlighted the key role that Benin has played in the implementation of the Brussels Programme of Action for LDCs for the decade 2001-2011, including: the chairmanship of the Global Coordination Bureau of the LDC Group; the organization of several ministerial meetings on LDCs in Cotonou; and most recently the personal participation of the President of the Republic of Benin in the Fourth UN Conference on LDCs in May 2011 in Istanbul (Turkey). The Secretary General recalled the effects of extreme weather, climate and water-related events on the natural resources and socio-economic activities of the LDCs. Their impact on production in key developmental areas, limited LDCs’ ability to respond to the adverse effects of climate variability and climate change. The Secretary General anticipates a better account of weather and climate information and services in the development plans and programmes of LDCs through the initial four sectoral priorities of the Global Framework for Climate Services (GFCS).

In his opening statement, Minister of Public Works and Transport thanked WMO for the initiative of this important workshop and its assistance. He reaffirmed the willingness and commitment of the political authorities of the Republic of Benin to support the development of NMHSs of African LDCs. He hoped that good communication and strong partnership will be established  between the Directors of NMHSs and the National Coordinators of the LDCs, and that the mainstreaming of weather, climate and water-related issues will be reflected in the LDCs national plans for  poverty reduction, especially in the productive sectors and key priority areas of agriculture, food rural development, empowerment of women, safeguarding the environment and quality of life of vulnerable communities to climate variability and climate change.

The Workshop organization

Mr Eric Franck Saizonou, Director for International Organizations and Francophonie in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Benin and National Focal Point for LDCs and Dr Kijazi Agnes Lawrence, Director General of Tanzania Meteorological Agency and Permanent Representative of Tanzania with WMO were nominated as Chair and vice-Chair respectively. Mr Abdul-Karim Traore, Director of the National Meteorological Service of Niger and Permanent Representative of Niger with WMO and Ms Mahahabiza Mabafokeng, Deputy Director of Lesotho Meteorological Service were nominated as rapporteurs.
The format of the workshop included presentations and discussions in plenary and hands on exercises in groups on experience sharing and on way forward actions. 

The Workshop proceedings

The plenary sessions began with the adoption of the draft agenda and a presentation on the workshop perspectives by the Director, WMO Office for the LDC Programme and Regional Coordination, who outlined the overall goal, purpose, objectives, work plan and expected outcomes of the workshop. 
The Representative of UN-OHRLLS presented the IPoA’s purpose and the eight priority areas of action, each containing goals, targets and actions by LDCs and development partners for poverty eradication, attainment of internationally agreed development goals and increased graduation. Two new sections deal with South-South Cooperation and Graduation and Smooth Transition. UN-OHRLLS together with other UN agencies, international organizations and member states have developed a road map for the implementation of the IPoA. Meteorological services are relevant for several of the priority areas, especially agriculture and disaster risk reduction. Actions in these areas include mainstreaming climate change policies dealing with responding to the needs of people displaced as a result of extreme weather events.

The responsibilities of stakeholders include: the integration of the IPoA provisions into national policies and development framework  accompanied by regular reviews in collaboration with all key stakeholders at national level: United Nations regional commissions and agencies should undertake biennial reviews of the implementation of the IPoA in close coordination with the global-level and country-level follow-up processes; While at the global level, the implementation and monitoring mechanisms of the IPoA should be strengthened and improved. Access to information and technology is a cross-cutting theme in the IPoA. 

The Director, WMO Office for the LDC Programme and Regional Coordination, highlighted the important role WMO and NMHSs are playing and should continue to play in the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), particularly in the LDCs, The representatives from the regional climate institutions and from some selected countries made presentations demonstrating  the clear linkage between the benefits of meteorological and hydrological information, products and services and the socio-economic development in LDCs. They underscored the need for strong partnership between NMHS and their national Focal Points and with other relevant regional bodies, to facilitate the implementation of the IPoA’s priority areas (Infrastructure, Energy, Tourism, Agriculture, food security and rural development, Water and sanitation, Gender equality and empowerment of women, Climate change and environmental sustainability and Disaster risk reduction). 
The group work of the second day through hands-on exercises provided the opportunity to forge and strengthen partnership at national and sub-Regional levels. The national Focal Point and NMHS of each country worked together in partnership (many for the first time). Sub-Regional groups were also formed to address regional partnership. Through a matrix approach, participants worked on the cross cutting nature of weather, climate and water in relation to the IPoA’s priority areas of action, to identify their national development needs in terms of meteorological and hydrological services and products; to determine the gaps, obstacles and constraints that limit the service delivery. 

At the end of the two-day workshop every participant had had the opportunity to provide their input, which immensely enriched the deliberations and proceedings of the workshop. The discussions clearly highlighted the pervasive nature of weather, climate and water within the IPoA priority areas                                                                                                                                of action, which strongly suggested the need to mainstream weather, climate and water services into the LDC’s development plan, including through the GFCS implementation.
Conclusions and recommendations of the Workshop 

The second day of the workshop was marked by the participation of Mr Michel Jarraud, Secretary-General of WMO. 
The workshop clearly increased the participants understanding of the IPoA and provided them with a better appreciation of the benefits of weather, climate and water services to the socio-economic development of the LDCs through the implementation of various WMO Programmes and GFCS at national and regional levels. It initiated partnership between National Focal Points of LDCs and Heads of NMHSs and elucidated the linkages between the IPoA and the MDGs on one hand and   NMHS services and products on the other.

Participants also identified the necessity for a good communication to sustain a strategic partnership between Focal Points and NMHSs, as well as other partners in many LDCs.  Notwithstanding the importance of services provided by NMHSs in African LDCs, there are gaps in the service delivery in many countries. There is pervasive and ominous lack of financial and trained human resources in several LDCs and there is a need to update equipments and enhance data collection and processing. The workshop recommendations are summarized in the Annex.

Closing

The participants addressed a vote of thanks to the President of the Republic of Benin, Dr BoniI Yayi, his Government and the people of Benin for their warm welcome and generous hospitality. 

The Participants complemented the WMO on the high quality of presentations and documents and addressed a vote of thanks to the Secretary-General of WMO
The representative of WMO, Mr Kaliba Konaré, thanked the Government of Benin, Mr Martin Kassin, Permanent Representative of Benin with WMO and his staff, for the arrangements and excellent facilities made available for the success of the workshop. He also expressed his appreciation to the participants for their valuable contribution and to the chair, the vice-chair and the rapporteurs for their excellent work.

The chair of the workshop, Mr Eric Franck Saizonou, expressed, on behalf of the government of Benin, his thanks to WMO for the efforts displayed for organizing the workshop and the participants for their active participation and their interest to this unique event.

Annex

RECOMMENDATIONS

The Workshop recommended that:

LDCs Governments:
1) Consolidate and modernize observing networks, meteorological data base collection and build the capacity of NMHSs to process, disseminate and archive data, improve their services and increase user confidence as part of the national development agenda and programmes; 

2) Invest adequately in NMHSs’ physical infrastructure, scientific research, and technological development; 

3) Incorporate weather and climate issues in the plans and programmes of all socio-economic development sectors, 
4) Empower and encourage women in decision making to reduce poverty; including through the use of weather, climate and water related services,  

5) Create a synergetic partnership of action between the Focal Points of the three conventions (Biodiversity, Desertification and Climate Change), and between NMHSs and the United Nations system at the national level;

6) Organize a national information workshop to promote ownership of the Istanbul Programme of Action in 2012.

NMHSs: 

1) Develop products tailored to user needs; and provide timely and accurate services to support the relevant IPoA priority areas of action, particularly disaster risk reduction, climate change and agriculture, food security and rural development;

2) Take measures to integrate IPoA in their work programme, including through participation to and benefiting from the Global Framework of Climate Services (GFCS) whose implementation will give priority to the most vulnerable countries. 
NMHSs and National Focal Points for LDCs: 

1) Develop NMHSs strategic plans in all LDCs; develop and implement a national strategy to communicate and market appropriate meteorological and hydrological information; take the lead in formulating a coherent programme of action that strengthens partnership and ensures that collaboration and coordination between LDC Focal Points and NMHSs at national level are maintained and enhanced;.

2) Strengthen partnerships with development actors and public and private socio-economic sectors;
3) Ensure that Permanent Representatives with WMO and senior staff of NMHSs are knowledgeable of the internationally agreed development goals, particularly the IPoA and MDGs;

4) Strengthen communication and dissemination networks to increase the awareness of the importance of Meteorology and Hydrology, and clearly demonstrate the value of NMHS’s information and products in the preparation and implementation of national plans.
WMO: 

1) Provide the necessary support to enhance technological transfer to NMHSs of LDCs; facilitate the incorporation of IPoA priorities in NMHSs’ and WMO work program; ensure that statistical data sets are available in all LDCs in order to monitor performance for the  attainment of MDGs, especially MDG 7; 
2) Develop climate information and products to demonstrate how NMHSs of LDCs and WMO are enabling  the achievement of MDGs. Provide: the necessary assistance to improve NMHS specialized human resource requirements; prepare guidelines for weather insurance index and how to create partnership between regional institutions, development Agencies, LDC Focal Points and NMHSs;

3) Organize an African conference to strategize for resource mobilization, and a LDC workshop for South-South cooperation.
