Representation of the Association in the Executive Council 
1. EC-LXII (Geneva, June 2010) considered the proposal submitted by the president of RA II to increase the number of EC seats from 37 to 38 to allow for an additional EC seat (from 6 to 7) for RA II;

2. Cg-XVI (2011) had acknowledged the proposals made by the presidents of Regional Associations II (Asia), IV (North America, Central America and the Caribbean), and V (South-West Pacific) to increase the number of the Executive Council seats;

3. EC-LXV requested the Secretary-General to assist the presidents of regional associations in the preparation of submissions of proposal for the availability of the EC Working Group on Strategic and Operating Planning (EC WG/SOP) by September 2013;

4. EC-LXV instructed the EC WG/SOP to prepare the proposal which includes the necessary changes to the WMO Convention and General Regulations if required, for consideration at EC-66. 
5. PRAs 2014 (Gneva, January 2014) came to a common understanding that an increase of 1 seat for RA II would be an acceptable option;

6. EC WG/SOP-III (Geneva, February 2014) considered the possibility of increasing seats in the Executive Council and made a proposal to EC-66 for consideration, including potential amendments to Article 13 of the WMO Convention  and General Regulation 17 on the distribution of seats in the Executive Council [ref. EC-66/Doc. 7.3(2), available at : https://docs.google.com/a/wmo.int/file/d/0B-Uo8XYH2gzqeDlmbEtEWXBuekk/edit].
