· Strengthening working relationship with Scientific Departments and Regional Offices for support of VCP projects;
· Resourcing the Fellowship Fund.

Report of the 2014 Informal Planning Meeting on the VCP and related Technical Cooperation and the Development Partners Round Table
1.1. The Informal Planning Meeting (IPM) of the Voluntary Cooperation Programme (VCP) met in Seoul, Republic of Korea from 25 to 27 March 2014, in parallel with the 26th Session of the Executive Council Panel on Education and Training (EC Panel). The IPM was hosted by the Korea Meteorological Administration (KMA). 

The meeting was chaired by Mr Francisco (Paco) Espejo (AEMET) and attended by representatives of Canada, China, Finland, France, Germany, Japan, Republic of Korea, Russia, Spain, United Kingdom, United States of America and the VCP and GCOS Secretariat. Other invited participants included the Asian Centre for Disaster Preparedness (ADPC), the APEC (Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation) Climate Centre (APCC), Korea International Cooperation Agency (KOICA), The Green Climate Fund (GCF) and UNESCAP.  
The IPM members shared information on a broad range of development assistance being provided through bi-lateral means by Donor Members to improve the delivery of climate, weather and water related service in developing country member states. The presentations included the efforts of Canada, China, Finland, France, Germany, Japan, Republic of Korea, Russia, Spain, United Kingdom and United States of America. 
The discussions that followed the presentations on WMO major regional development projects and IPM Member bilateral projects highlighted the following: i) the need for alignment of WMO fellowship programmes with those of IPM Members, with the aim to develop a country-oriented approach and avoid duplication and isolation; ii) the growing interest by IPM Members and development partners about hydro meteorological investments is to be leveraged in order to provide greater support to high-impact multi-country projects; iii) the need for enhanced collaboration for project implementation and coordination; and iv) the  establishment by WMO Secretariat of project structures through the Project Management Board and the Project Coordination Unit together with the fast-track recruitment process of project staff and improvement of procurement procedures, constitute a response to the growing development project portfolio.
2
WMO Voluntary Cooperation Programme – Activities supported in 2013
In 2014, the VCP Secretariat received eleven requests for support (Appendix 1) from nine countries. Of these five were supported through the VCP-F as they fitted within the VCP-F guidelines. From the remaining requests, one was covered through another WMO Development programme (GFCS: Adaptation and Disaster Risk Reduction in Africa), and four were circulated directly among the potential donors and IPM members through VCP (ES) Coordinated process. Of those circulated two projects will be supported through VCP Coordinated. Overall, 70 % of all new requests were given a positive response. The unsupported projects were outside the financial frame of WMO VCP projects.

In summary, the trend from 2013 when a large percentage of the requests were centred on supporting NMHSs in developing countries to develop strategies for long term hydro meteorological development, including cost recovery schemes and QMS as well as training programmes continues. A trend towards more and more NMHSs requesting support for 3-5 year Business Plans and cost recovery has been observed. This is positive sign for sustainability and NMHS longer term development. The number of VCP requests received in 2014 is lower than previous years; however, several requests that would earlier be covered by VCP are now covered by national and regional development projects for NMHS.

2.3 VCP (ES) Coordinated

In 2014, an LoA was signed between WMO and UK Met Office regarding the development of the fourth version of CLIMSOFT. Further UKMO – WMO collaboration under Public Weather Services refurbished the media studio in Uganda and installed a new TV studio in Burundi. 

Ongoing projects from 2013 include the KMA support to the NMHS of Rwanda, Burundi, Lao and Uzbekistan mainly focused on climate data restoration and communication satellite systems.  
GCOS 
The Global Climate Observing System (GCOS)’s Support to VCP was focused on ensuring that all users have access to the climate observations, data records and information which they require to address pressing climate-related concerns. GCOS users include individuals, national and international organizations, institutions and agencies. 

Recent initiatives to revitalize the GCOS upper-air and surface networks (GUAN & GSN) and to improve the overall performance of these important baseline networks since last year include direct renovation projects, the activities of the CBS (Commission for Basic Systems) Lead Centers for GCOS, and various training workshops. Some key points:
· As a continuation of the support from 2013, the operations of the GUAN station at Yerevan, Armenia have been provided by Japan Meteorological Agency (JMA). This support will continue in 2015.  
· On-going support and a technical visit for the upgrade of the Climate Stations and centralized processing in Madagascar. 
· The planned support for 2015 through GCOS amounts to USD 85,000 and includes the continuation of the support to the GUAN Station in Armenia (JMA); A consultant based in Zimbabwe, working on GCM projects in the region, issues with climate data and specific

WMO Voluntary Cooperation Programme – Total 2014 Financial Contributions

The total Members’ contributions to the WMO Voluntary Co-operation Programme in 2014 are shown in Table 3 below in terms of VCP (ES) and VCP (F) and reported bi-lateral support.  

In 2014, 4 Members (China, Korea, Maldives and Mauritius) made cash contributions to the VCP Fund (VCP(F)), amounting to approximately USD 42,500 while USD 413,341 and equivalent support was provided to VCP Coordinated Projects through WMO; some USD 31,935,871 equivalent through bi-lateral arrangements, giving a total investment of USD 32,391,712
. Reported bi-lateral figures are of course very indicative. There are some difficulties with representing “Reported” figures and it is likely that not all IPM members have reported similar activities under this section.  
2.7 
Trends in Contributions to WMO VCP Programme
The trends in contributions to VCP (F) over the past six years show a decrease in the financial support of the VCP (F) and of VCP (ES) through the WMO (Table 4 below). 
Overall in any given year, four to five countries account for over 90% of the VCP-Funds contribution as illustrated in Table 5 below. This poses the risk of over-reliance on a small number of donors, which may impact on overall delivery objectives for VCP. An increased participation from other countries to diversify the base of the programme is highly desirable.
However, the decrease in contributions to the VCP (F) is partially compensated by the very positive move towards support by members for major development programmes and a generally increasing trend in other technical cooperation trust funds.  WMO overall budget from voluntary contributions (extra-budgetary funding) for 2014 accounts for approximately 40% of total annual budget. This shows the strong commitment from WMO Members to provide extra-budgetary funding for specific projects and programmes. But this also comes with challenges related to the uncertainty to mobilize voluntary contributions over time and difficulties to hire project staff.
However, the VCP TF is a very important rapid response mechanism and the Secretariat will make significant effort for replenishment of the VCP TF in 2015 and beyond and would encourage al IPM members to consider contributing.

2.8 Education and Training Fellowship Activities 
The WMO fellowship programme continues to evolve in order to better meet the changing needs of WMO Members. Over the last five years new partnerships have been created, existing partnerships strengthened, award processes streamlined, fellowship opportunities better aligned with the WMO High priority areas and more attention given to support for the fellows before, during and after they undertake the fellowship. In addition, new funding sources have been developed as a result of actions from the Office for Resource Mobilization and Development Partnership. 

2.8.1 VCP-F
VCP(F) funds continue to be used to support very short-term training activities offered by WMO RTCs and Member countries in areas such as WMO Information System (WIS), tropical cyclones, agricultural meteorology, aeronautical meteorology, climate analysis and applications, numerical weather prediction, weather modification, and climate prediction. In 2014, 64 participants from 40 countries were supported to attend 26 courses and workshops.
VCP (F) funds were also used to assist with the development of a publication dealing with Conceptual Models of Southern Hemisphere Weather Systems. This project was carried out in conjunction with EUMETSAT and used the WMO Virtual Laboratory Centres of Excellence for the work. EUR 20,000 was provided by VCP (F), EUMETSAT contributed EUR 10,000 to cover a contract project manager and EUMETSAT also provided at least EUR 10,000 in-kind contribution. The funds were used to support the developments costs of the CoEs. The project output uses the established SATMANU format from EUMETSAT and provides examples of different weather systems, from a satellite viewpoint, dynamic meteorology perspective plus weather descriptions. The publication is nearly ready to go online. A phase II of this project to deal with further examples is under consideration. 
2.8.2 US VCP Training Desks 

During 2014 the arrangements through the USA VCP Fund enabled WMO to support a total of 18 new fellowships from 17 countries; the total amount to cover the students was of USD 128,622.

In promoting research and training in meteorology, WMO has accorded a high level of importance to education and training through its fellowship scheme. The WMO Regular Budget has been the primary source of fellowship funds but these funds are complemented by considerable in-kind resources from our partners. Partner contributions are typically waiver or reduction of tuition fees and/or other support for the fellows through accommodation, work experience etc. Through a concerted effort to reach out to partners, and as a result of increased confidence in the work of WMO, it has been possible to leverage more bilateral resources for funding of fellowships activities in least developed and developing countries. The support not only increases the number of fellowships awarded, but very importantly contributes to the diversity of courses on offer, and promotes gender equality. Thus, there is a need of enhancing WMO’s support to those countries in need, especially the least developed ones. 

To enhance the delivery of WMO fellowships activities, ETR Office continues to:

· Further develop and consolidate cooperation with partners, especially with the aim of rendering more support to least developed and developing countries;

· Further develop and implement group training/fellowship activities to enhance expertise in WMO High Priority areas;

· Investigate options for targeting short term fellowships in on-the-job training to selected NMHS experts for cost-effective and sustainable development of capacity at national level;

· Further streamline the fellowship process to ensure efficiency and transparency in the management of the programme, and conformity with the WMO strategies for Service Delivery and Capacity Development;
· Engage current and former fellows to develop a network among meteorological professionals that improves the visibility of the WMO fellowship programme, helps them keep abreast of international issues of relevance to their duties and could lead to longer term support for the programme.

2.8.3 Global Campus 
The purpose of the WMO Global Campus is to provide a framework or mechanism for the WMO RTCs and WMO affiliated institutions involved in providing education and training support to Members to learn from each other, coordinate courses and training resources and collaborate to develop and deliver courses in multiple languages for Members. The concept of a WMO Global Campus was first discussed at the WMO Education and Training Symposium in Toulouse in September 2013 and was included in the recommendations of an EC Panel of Experts on Education and Training task force looking at the future roles and operations of WMO RTCs in 2014. The EC Panel of Experts on Education and Training and the steering committee it has formed on the feasibility study have worked hard to fully involve the WMO education and training community in the development of the WMO Global Campus proposal. The feasibility study is reaching out to new partners whose input could complement those provided by institutions such as RTCs and support WMO Members and their NMHSs in developing further capability in the high priority areas for the 2016–2019 financial period. 

In October the WMO Global Campus concept was further elaborated on by more than 20 representatives in the WMO education and training community (RTC Directors, heads of national training institutions and representatives from WMO partner organisations such as EUMETSAT, EUMETNET and UNESCO-IOC) meeting in Geneva. More recently it has been the focus of a meeting of RTC Directors (Langen, Germany, March 2015). The outcomes from the October 2014 meeting included support to the feasibility study and, following an active and lengthy debate, an endorsement of the name WMO Global Campus. In March 2015 the RTC Directors discussed the concept at length, identifying potential benefits for the Members and challenges in implementing the concept. The RTC Directors made suggestions to the WMO Global Campus steering committee regarding the desirable features for a phase one implementation and prioritised the challenges that the WMO Global Campus steering committee should investigate in order to deliver the desired features for phase one which could occur in the financial period following Cg-18 in 2019. The WMO Global Campus steering committee also agreed on a set of guiding principles for involvement of WMO RTCs and WMO affiliated institutions in the WMO Global Campus. The EC Panel of Experts on Education and Training will further discuss the guiding principles at their next session in March 2016.

The WMO Global Campus steering committee subsequently endorsed the suggestions from the RTC Directors regarding the desirable features for a phase one implementation of the WMO Global Campus and these recommendations were subsequently accepted by the Chair of the EC Panel of Experts on Education and Training. The WMO Global Campus steering committee have recommended the development of three demonstration activities prior to EC-70 in 2018 as part of the extension of the feasibility study: a searchable online calendar that bring together the education and training activities offered by WMO RTCs and WMO affiliated institutions to assist Members in identifying education and training opportunities for the staff of their NMHSs; further development and delivery of teaching and learning resources that would result in a course or courses supporting aeronautical meteorological personnel competencies in multiple languages suitable for face-to-face and/or online delivery; and, commence the development of a course or courses supporting climate services in multiple languages suitable for face-to-face and / or online delivery. The climate services course or courses, initially focusing on climate and adaptation issues would build upon the lessons learnt from the existing collaborative developments, further enhancement of the aeronautical meteorological course(s) and outcomes from the Commission for Climatology regarding competencies for personnel involved in the provision of climate services. The WMO Global Campus steering committee anticipated that these activities would be funded through focussing of activities already planned under the WMO regular budget and supplemented by voluntary resources where possible. 
Whilst the feasibility study was already showing positive benefit for WMO and its Members, further work was needed before the introduction of a WMO Global Campus could be formally considered. A number of Members have contributed to the feasibility study, particularly the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland for the contribution of a seconded officer to support this work. Congress will be requested to extend the feasibility study to Cg-18 in 2019. It is expected that Congress will request that progress on the feasibility study be monitored and reviewed by the Executive Council with the view of a fully developed proposal being considered at the Eighteenth World Meteorological Congress in 2019.
