TECHNICAL CONFERENCE ON WIGOS IN CONJUNCTION WITH CBS-XIV

1) Status of the Organizational Preparation

1.1 Announcement on WMO Technical Conference on the WMO Integrated Global Observing Systems (TECO-WIGOS) was distributed to Permanent Representatives of Members with WMO, Director-General of ASECNA, Director-General of EUMETSAT, Coordinator of EUMETNET, Director of ECMWF, Director of CTBTO, Director of ISDR, Executive Secretary of IOC, GOOS, GTOS and GCOS Directors and Sponsors, Executive Director of ICSU, Secretary-General of IAEA, Director of GEO Secretariat, Conference Director and Co-Director, Hydrological Advisers to Permanent Representatives, Presidents of WMO Regional Associations, Presidents of WMO Technical Commissions (for information) on 8 August 2008 with the requests to distribute the announcement to interested parties and to submit the completed TECO-WIGOS Registration Form of the Participants to the WMO Secretariat preferably before 1 September 2008 with an indication of the intention to present a paper or poster. 
The WMO Secretariat received positive replies from approximately one hundred thirty-fifty WMO Members with only a very small number of proposals for paper presentation and one poster presentation. All those have been considered by Conference Committee. 
1.2 The letter to potential donors was distributed on 8 August 2008; Kind offers of donation from MeteoSwiss and Météo France have been received. 
1.3 Activation letter to the members of the Conference Committee (CC) as proposed by CBS/MG-8 was sent on 2 October 2008 with the request to confirm their interest and availability to be a Member of the Conference Committee. 
The WMO Secretariat received positive replies from following Members of the Conference Committee: Mr T. Sutherland (British Caribbean Territories), Dr A. Divino Moura (Brazil), Dr J. Eyre (UK), Dr A. Zaitsev (Russian Federation),  Mr Peiliang Shi (China), Mr G. Fleming (Ireland), Mr B. Strauss (France).  
No reply was received from: Mr H.H. Ciappesoni (Argentina), F. Uirab (Namibia), Mr J. R. Mukabana (Kenya), Mr M. Ostojski (Poland), Mr Fred Bransky (USA); waiting for reply from Dr J. Purdom (USA) (he was in a contact regarding the Provisional Programme but not confirmed officially his availability yet and for a reply from Mr G. Foley (Australia) (the letter has been sent latter on).
1.4 The letter to PR of Croatia asking to nominate one or two representatives of Croatia as the members of the Conference Committee was sent on 8 October 2008. No reply has been received yet. Based on the reminder it was promised to send it soon. 
1.5 The Conference Provisional Programme has been reviewed by the Conference Director, co-director and some members of CC. The final draft version is reproduces in the Appendix 1.

2.1 The letter to the authors of presentations as suggested by CBS/MG will be distributed by 30 November 2008.
