Local Transfers between Airport and Hotel
All international flights arrive at Kigali International Airport. Transport to and from the airport will be arranged by Karisimbi Hotel.

Participants and lecturers are therefore requested to provide their flight itinerary, including arrival and departure times and flight numbers to the hotel where they will be staying copied to the local organizers at the e-mail indicated above.

Visa Requirements

Participants from East African Member countries will not pay for visa and they can get their visa on arrival. The rest of the participants can either apply online on the following website www.migration.gov.rw or contact nearest Rwanda diplomatic missions or consulates in their respective countries. Participants are requested to inform the Local Coordinator, at the very latest by 1st November 2014 to facilitate arrangements for issuance of visas on arrival at Kigali International Airport.
5.
Laptop/Computers

As the training workshop involves hands-on practicals during the Exercise Sessions, therefore participants are requested to bring their own laptop/computers to the workshop. 
6.
Working Lunch during the Workshop

Working lunch will be arranged by Rwanda Meteorology Agency (RMA) for the participants (excluding lecturers and WMO staff) during the workshop. They will be issued lunch coupons at the time of registration on the first day of workshop. 
7.
Rwanda Currency

Rwanda’s local currency is the Franc Rwandais. One (1) US $ is approximately 700 Francs Rwandais. However the exchange rate is subject to market fluctuations. One can change all major currencies (US$, UK£, EURO, Swiss Francs, J-Yen) either at the airport or in town. All major banks offer Bureau de Change services from Monday to Friday (8.30 am. - 5.00 pm). Forex Bureaus are also available in town and operate up to 5.30 p.m. Credit cards are accepted to Kalisimbi Hotel. However, all participants are advised to carry adequate cash for necessary transactions.
8.
Rwanda Time Zone

Rwanda Standard Time is 2hours ahead of Greenwich Mean Time (GMT+2), Rwanda is in Central Africa Time Zone.

9.
Kigali Climate
Kigali is located two degrees south of the equator, Rwanda's high elevation makes the climate temperate. The average daily temperature in Kigali is 73 °F (22.8 °C) with an elevation of 1,850 m (6,075 ft). The city experiences two rainy seasons (February–May and September–December), heavy downpours occurs in April and December. The average daily relative humidity for the month of November is around 68%. The average daily wind speed in November is around 5 knots or 10 km/h. 
10.
Electricity

The mains supply in Rwanda is 220 Volts.  The plug is square French type.
11.
Clothing
The participants are advised to carry light clothing and shoes. During the evening there is a possibility of cold nights or rain and a light jacket or sweater suitable to carry. 
12.
Food

The main food in Rwanda includes banana, cassava, sweet potatoes, rice, potatoes, beef, chicken, fish. Fruits like bananas, mangoes, pineapples, pawpaws, guavas, passion fruits, oranges are also available.

Health

The participants are advised to carry anti malaria medication with them.
