RTH OFFENBACH / IAEA

Representatives of RSMCs, RTH Offenbach, IAEA will provide reports of the status of their respective operations in relation to the WMO Regional and Global Arrangements, including their products, dissemination, coordination of their respective responsibilities (function or geographical region), emergency incidents, routine exercises, etc.   Operational issues will be raised for discussion under the relevant agenda item that follows.

IMPROVED PRODUCT DISTRIBUTION / ACCESS METHODS 

The meeting will discuss the status of the implementation of the mirrored Web sites among RSMCs and coordination issues related to the operational delivery of RSMC products in a way that meets the need of IAEA and WMO Members.

RSMC PRODUCTS AND SERVICES FOR NUCLEAR EMERGENCIES

The meeting will discuss ongoing activities and issues for the RSMCs/RTH functions relative to their products and services for nuclear emergency response, including maintenance of contact information, Web pages, notification/communication, and the planning of the ConvEx-3 (2008) exercise relevant to RSMC arrangements.  The meeting will review the current relevant sections of the WMO Manual on GDPFS related to Emergency Response Activities.

ENSEMBLE ATMOSPHERIC TRANSPORT MODELLING  

The meeting will discuss the scientific and technical basis for ensemble atmospheric transport and dispersion models and possible framework for experimenting exchange and processing, and development of new and suitable RSMC products.  

8. REVIEW OF REQUIREMENTS FOR RSMC PRODUCTS / SERVICES 

The IAEA Secretariat will present the status of the International Action Plan for Strengthening the International Preparedness and Response System for Nuclear and Radiological Emergencies (2004-2009), as a basis for renewing IAEA’s requirements for specialized RSMC atmospheric transport modeling products and services.

9. COOPERATION WITH CTBTO
The Provisional Technical Secretariat (PTS) of the Preparatory Commission of CTBTO will present a status report on activities related to atmospheric transport modelling for Treaty Verification, including the operational implementation of the Joint Response System for Backtracking, and results of experiments that have been conducted that saw participation by numerous WMO Centres.  The PTS will brief the meeting on a new CTBTO Project entitled: “International Science Studies (ISS)”.
