The Deutscher Wetterdienst (DWD) appreciates the recognition of the successes of the cooperation with the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty Organization (CTBTO) by the WMO Fifteenth Congress (May 2007) and that the collaboration on atmospheric transport modelling has reached a mature state for the implementation of the CTBTO-WMO Backtracking Response System required for the CTBTO Verification regime.
