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There are several ways that one can take to get to the VIC from the aiport.

1) Taxi

This is the easiest, yet most costly way to get to the VIC from the airport. Travel time is dependent on traffic conditions, but usually takes around 25-30 minutes. Often times the taxi drivers will charge you an airport tax in addition to the fare. Taxis can be found immediately outside of the arrival terminal. Cost: 30-40 Euros (one way)

2) Bus

This is the suggested way of transportation from the airport. The airport bus can be found at the bus terminal immediately outside of the arrival terminal. For more directions please go here: http://www.viennaairport.com. The busses run every hour starting at 07:10 hrs, and travel time takes approximately 30 minutes. Cost: 7 Euros (one way)

3) CAT and U-bahn

You can also get to the VIC by taking the City Airport Train (CAT) and then taking the U-bahn (via U4, and U1). The CAT schedule begins at 6:05hrs (then 05 and 35 min past the hour) and takes 16 minutes from the airport to Wien Mitte. It would then take an additional 15 minutes by U-bahn to the VIC. The CAT is easy to find; when you are in the arrival terminal simply follow the green sign that says “CAT”.

Once you arrive inWien Mitte – Landstrasse you would then take the U-bahn (U4) towards Heiligenstadt and exit at Schwedenplatz. Next you would get on the U1 towards Leopoldau and exit at Kaisermühlen-VIC. Cost: 17.80 Euros (one way, including the price of the U-bahn ticket)
