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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM
1. ORGANIZATION OF THE SESSION
1.1 Opening of the Session
The First Session of the CIMO Expert Team on Standardization will open at 09:00 hours on Monday, 26 November 2012, at the WMO Headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland.
1.2 Adoption of the Agenda
The provisional agenda will be submitted to the Session for adoption.  
1.3 Working Arrangements for the Session
The Meeting will agree on details concerning the organization of its work, including working hours.  The documentation and meeting will be conducted in English only. 
2. REPORT OF THE CHAIRPERSON
The chairman of the CIMO Expert Team on Standardization will submit a report on the activities carried out by the expert team since CIMO-XV.
3. WIGOS DEVELOPMENT 

The meeting will be informed about the latest developments of WIGOS, in particular about the WIGOS Implementation Plan (WIP) and about the outcomes of the ICG-WIGOS Task Team on the WIGOS Regulatory Material. The meeting will be invited to review the WIP and to identify how it can contribute to the expected deliverables of the WIP through its activities.

4. SITING CLASSIFICATION

4.1 Update of the classification in collaboration with ISO

The meeting will be informed about the status of the deliberation with ISO towards developing the siting classification as a common WMO-ISO standard. Depending on the status of advancement of the deliberations, the meeting will be invited to decide on appropriate step /actions to foster this collaboration.
4.2 Guidance Material on the application and use of the classification

The meeting will be invited to further develop the classification with a view of clarifying the use and the purpose of the classification, for example by adding a preamble and footnotes as needed, and by developing guidance on how to use ratings obtained by the classification.

The meeting will also be invited to review available material providing guidance on how to apply the classification / how to rate a site. The meeting will be invited to decide whether the available material is appropriate for publication or how to further develop it towards making it available to WMO Members.
5. MAINTENANCE CLASSIFICATION
The meeting will be invited to review the maintenance classification and to further develop it as needed towards submitting it to CIMO-XVI for approval and inclusion in the WMO Guide to Meteorological Instruments and Methods of Observation (WMO-No. 8, CIMO Guide).

6. STANDARD RELATED TO RAINFALL INTENSITY MEASUREMENTS 
The meeting will be informed about the status of development of standards related to rainfall intensity measurements and provided with the draft standards. The meeting will be invited to review them and agree on the way forward to finalize these standards, possibly in collaboration with other standardization organizations. 
7. METADATA STANDARDS

The meeting will be invited to address the issue of metadata for stations, instruments and methods of observation that should be collected by stations and shared in view of ensuring users have a proper understanding of the quality of the data they use in the WIGOS context, as well as for the reanalysis of climate records for example. The meeting will be invited to agree on the expected level of details to be collected through some examples and decide on how it plans to contribute to the overall effort related to metadata that will be carried out by the WIGOS Task Team on Metadata.
8. COLLABORATION WITH ISO TC 180 – UPDATE OF ISO RADIATION STANDARDS
The meeting will be informed about the status of work and plan of ISO TC 180, as well as on the relevance to further develop some of the standards that had originally be developed by ISO TC 180 as common WMO/ISO standards. The meeting will be invited to agree on recommendations to be made to the CIMO Management Group on these matters.
9. UPDATE OF THE CIMO GUIDE
The meeting will consider the submitted proposal(s) for update of the Guide to Meteorological Instruments and Methods of Observation (WMO-No. 8).
10. OTHER BUSINESS

Under this agenda item, the meeting will be invited to consider any other issue brought forward by participants at the meeting.
11. DRAFT REPORT OF THE SESSION
The meeting will agree on the arrangements for the finalization of the draft Report of the Session.
