Status Report of the AMDAR Programme in the Republic of Korea
1.
The Korea Meteorological administration (KMA) implemented an AMDAR Programme in December 2006 with the completion of the AMDAR data processing system in May 2006.
2.
KMA began dissemination of AMDAR data in FM94 BUFR format via WMO's Global Telecommunication System in June 2007. Since November 2008, KMA has been transmitting flight-level data in pressure-altitude format relative to QNH in accordance with AMDAR reference. KMA reduced the number of aircraft from “Korean Air” from 21 to 14 in April 2009.
3.
At present, global AMDAR data including Korean’s are assimilated into the global models in use at KMA. AMDAR data is also used to prepare the initial field of very short range forecast systems.
4.
“Asiana Airlines” has agreed to participate in the Korean AMDAR program in 2010. KMA will start to process the data from 5 aircrafts of “Asiana Airlines” in the first quarter of 2010, and continue to increase the number of data providers until 2013.
