UPDATES OF GOS-RELATED REGULATORY MATERIAL
1.
The Extraordinary Session of the Commission for Basic Systems (Seoul, 9-16 Nov. 2006) adopted Recommendation 2 (CBS-Ext.(06)) - Review of the Guide of the GOS (WMO No. 488) and requested the Secretary-General to make arrangements for completion of the editorial work and publishing the revised Guide. The Guide on the GOS was published in 2007. Earlier, in accordance with the decision of EC-LVIII, a Supplement to the Manual on the GOS, Volume I, was also published.

Volume II of the Manual on the GOS (Regional Aspects) is currently in the process of adoption by the Regional Associations.  Therefore, the basic regulatory material concerning the Global Observing System is now updated.
3.
CBS-Ext.(06) however took a number of decisions which may require further action on updating of the Guide on the GOS and other related Guides and Manuals. They are:

· Revision of a number of the WMO Guides, as well as some chapters on Technical Regulations may lead to some amendments to the Guide on the GOS.

· Recommended to the Secretary-General and Members that special attention should be paid to GEOSS and to fully implement the WMO systems as GEO components. This should be reflected in the Guide on GDPFS.

· It was noted that there is a need for revision of the material concerning Quality Management Framework approach by Technical Commissions. This may lead to amendments to the Guide on the GOS and Manual on the GTS.

· In view of the fact that high priority was given by the CBS-Ext.(06), paragraph 6.6.2 of the abridged final report, to the implementation of aerological observations, it was proposed to start preparation of the text concerning the Quality Management Framework approach to radiosonde observations.

· It may be useful to include in the Guide on the GOS a short description of the potential influence of some WMO observing experiments, such as THORPEX, IPY, etc. on GOS.
