1. There are number of decisions within the WMO, implementation of which will lead to revisions of regulatory material concerning the WMO GOS. Such decisions are: (a) preparation of the Guide for GCOS Reference Upper-air Network (GRUAN), (b) development of guidance for utilization of the Rolling Review of Requirements (RRR) process, (c) reflection of the WMO GOS contribution to the GOOS, GTOS and GEOSS.

2. The development of WIGOS, adopted by the Fifteenth Meteorological Congress (see Reference 1) will definitely require revision of all WMO regulatory material (Manual and Guides and possibly the WMO Technical Regulations), including, of course, Manual and the Guide on the Global Observing System. WIGOS will be a framework enabling the integration and optimized evolution of all WMO Observing Systems and WMO contribution to the co-sponsored systems.
3. It is therefore planned at EC-LXII (Geneva, 8-18 June 2010) to discuss the proposal to establish Inter-Commission Coordination Group on WIGOS (ICG-WIGOS, see Reference 2). Furthermore it is proposed that Inter-Commission Task Teams should consider “standardization of observing system interoperability, data compatibility, data management, Quality Management System procedures, performance monitoring, WMO regulatory materials, and proposed improvements in observing networks/ systems.”

4. In view of this, two possible ways exist in revising the GOS regulatory materials: 

(a) To start revision and preparation of amendments to the Manual and Guide on the GOS and address them to the Inter-Commission Coordination Group on WIGOS for discussion, or

(b) To request the ICG-WIGOS to prepare the corresponding guidance material for the revision of the Manual and the Guide on the GOS.
