Khabarovsk, the capital and the gateway to the Russian Far East, is situated on the bank of the picturesque Amur River.  It is an inspiring historic and cultural city, with many museums and art galleries, as well as restaurants and clubs that create a lively cosmopolitan atmosphere.


It should be noted that during this period of the year, the monthly average air temperature, according to long-term mean data, is expected to be 14(C (10(C at night and 18(C during the day). Winds are typically south-west (38%) and north-east (15%) and the wind speed averages 3 m/s.  Average monthly precipitation during this period is 85 mm and the average number of rainy days is 14.
