WIGOS related requirements of WMO Programmes / Technical Commissions 

(Extracts from Cg-XVI WIGOS related approved documents)

PINK 3-1(1) (GOS)

· Inclusion of new application areas in the RRR process, important from the WIGOS and climate perspectives, such as Polar Meteorology;
· Development of a new Implementation Plan for the Evolution of global observing systems (EGOS-IP) in coordination with the regional associations, taking into account the Vision for the GOS in 2025, WIGOS and GFCS, to guide Members in the implementation of their national observational programmes;
PINK 3-1(3) (GDPFS)
· Requirement for quality and reliability of all observational data and other information for both NWP data-assimilation and for verification of forecast products;
· Data management aspects related to the GDPFS to be included in relevant WIGOS & WIS regulatory documentation;
PINK 3-1(4) (IMOP)

· Development of a user-friendly direct access and on-line search tool for the CIMO Guide and other related WMO regulatory material that would help Members in accessing the information needed to improve and standardize their networks according to WIGOS requirements;
· Development of the siting classification for observing stations as a common WMO/ISO standard; this initiative is instrumental in assessing the quality of observations originating from various networks contributing to WIGOS and in further quality improvements towards better interoperability of data from various WIGOS observing component networks, including co‑sponsored and non-WMO networks;
PINK 3.2 (GAW)
· Requirement to ensure the integration of GAW components as they become operational into WIGOS; 
PINK 3.3 (WWRP)

No specific requirements
PINK 3.4 (HWRP-WHYCOS)

· Efficient relationship of WHYCOS with other relevant initiatives and international programmes, especially its integration with the WIGOS;
PINK 3.7 (Space)

· Requirement for integrated satellite systems as a unique source of observational data for monitoring of weather, climate and the environment. 
· Requirement for further advancing instrument intercalibration, data exchange, data management standardization;
· Requirement for development and implementation of the architecture for sustained climate monitoring from space, based on the requirements established by the Global Climate Observing System (GCOS) for the Essential Climate Variables (ECVs) that can be monitored from space – the WIGOS space-based component;
· Requirement for integration of ground-based and space-based observations in the successful implementation of the WMO Integrated Global Observing System;

PINK 4.2 (AGMP)

· Requirement for integration of non-NMHS agrometeorological station networks and agrometeorological data within the framework of the WIGOS and WIS through the National Agrometeorological Station Network (NASNET) initiative;
PINK 4.4 (MMOP)

PINK 4.5 (QMF)
No specific requirements
PINK 5.4 (GCOS)

· Requirement for sustained long-term operation of essential in situ and space based ocean observing networks;

· Requirement for provision of a long time series of in situ and satellite climate observations is fundamental for the advancement of earth system science and its related disciplines;

· Requirement for efficient coordination and interoperability across the various component observing systems of GCOS and effective integration of in situ and space-based observations in meeting user needs;
PINK 6.2 (ETR)

No specific requirements

PINK 10.4 (TR)

· WMO Technical Regulations to be updated for implementing WIGOS in order to document the structure and requirements of WIGOS operations, adequately reflecting contributions of all observing components. CIMO to pursue its proposal to develop a Manual on Meteorological Instruments and Methods of Observations.
PINK 11.1 (GFCS)

· Requirement for improvement of systematic in-situ observations and monitoring of climate especially in data-sparse areas, in order to increase data availability, including for research and prediction;
· Requirements for high quality observations across the entire climate system and of relevant socio-economic variables and enhancement to existing networks, particularly in developing countries;
· Requirement for greater availability of, access to, and use of climate services for all countries;
· Free and open exchange of climate-relevant observational data while respecting national and international data policies;
· Need to continuously meet high standards for data quality;

PINK 11.4 (WIS)
· To apply WIS data management principles and practices throughout all WMO data management activities
· To develop an effective and focussed working mechanism with WCP and CCl to achieve modern, robust and inter-operable data management systems
PINK 11.9 (PORS)
· Operational and research observing networks in Polar Regions should be integrated within the framework of the WMO Integrated Observing System (WIGOS) and the WMO Information System (WIS), be enhanced to include cryosphere related variables and it recognized that a major contribution to this objective will be through development of the Global Cryosphere Watch.
