5.3. WIGOS Project Office and the Secretariat Oversight Board
The ICG-WIGOS will be informed on a status of the WIGOS Project Office and guidance of the Secretariat Oversight Board since EC-65.
5.4 WIGOS contribution to WMO Priorities (GFCS, DRR, CD)
ICG-WIGOS will be briefed on the current status of the GFCS, in particular on WIGOS contribution to the Observation and Monitoring Pillar and the broader relationship between GFCS, WIGOS, GCOS and GEO. WIGOS contribution to DRR and CD addressing their challenges will be also discussed.

The Representatives of RAs will brief the ICG-WIGOS on challenges of the WIGOS implementation in their Region from both, regional and national perspectives.
