WIGOS FRAMEWORK IMPLEMENTATION
WIGOS contribution to DRR
(Submitted by Secretariat)

	Summary and purpose of document
This document provides brief information on a needed WIGOS contribution to DRR addressing its expectations, priorities and challenges.



Action proposed

The session is requested to consider the provided information on WIGOS contribution to the DRR.

WIGOS contribution to DRR
Status of DRR Implementation 
The session noted the establishment of four DRR User-Interface Expert Advisory Groups (UI-EAGs) and mechanisms for the DRR priority thematic areas, including: (1) Hazard/Risk Analysis; (2) Multi-Hazard Early Warning Systems; (3) Disaster Risk Financing and Transfer; and (4) Humanitarian Planning and Preparedness. The Session noted that these UI-EAGs were established to provide user input and guidance towards the implementation of the DRR Work Plan and serve as coordinated user platforms to: 

(a)
Identify and prioritize user needs and requirements for weather, hydrological and climate products and services and as input to the TCs activities pertaining to the development of related guidelines, manuals, and standards; 

(b)
Facilitate engagement of the user community in the implementation of DRR and adaptation capacity development projects with WMO TCs, RAs and global operational network (e.g., GDPFS, GTS/WIS, WIGOS) to demonstrate utilization of such products and services in DRR decision-making.  

The Session noted that EC-64 stressed the need to ensure that WIGOS is underpinned by user requirements in the context of DRR. The Session further noted that draft resolution 3.2/1 of EC-64 requested Executive Council Working Group on Service Delivery to ensure that WIGOS is coordinated with the DRR Programme crosscutting framework as a key contribution to the DRR Work Plan.

The Session also noted that EC-66 requested a development of a WMO DRR roadmap of prioritized and realistically achievable activities and deliverables, that are consistent with the WMO Strategic and Operating Plans, as well as the work plans for relevant WMO Programmes and projects and that related activities have been initiated. 
Priorities
The Session noted that WIGOS Key Activity Areas (italic) could contribute to a number of DRR related activities including: 
· Management of WIGOS Implementation / operation: Ensure national and regional coordination includes DRR representatives

· Collaboration with co-sponsors and partners: Develop strong relationships with emergency management agencies at all levels. This could be achieved through SWFDP where these agencies participate.
· Design, planning and optimized evolution: Understand observational needs of DRM; plan & review network coverage & performance. 
· Quality Management: Ensure reliable and repeatable operation & performance

· Data discovery, delivery & archival: Easy to use and rapid discovery and delivery of essential data to key users

· Observing system operation & maintenance: Prioritized observing system maintenance & responsive repair protocols

· Operational Information Resource: Ready access to information on observing systems for DRR needs

· Standardization, interoperability & compatibility: Facilitate real-time use and interpretation of observations & combining with other networks

· Capacity Development: For planning, building & operating networks for DRR, and use of observations

· Communications and outreach: Clear messages about the need to strengthen core observations for DRR

Challenges / Issues
· The Session highlighted the need to engage more effectively in the DRR UI-EAGs as a mechanism to ensure DRR requirements at the national, regional and international levels are incorporated in the WIGOS implementation plan.
· The Session noted that Risk identification and information need to be accessible and WIGOS needs to consider risk information database  

The Session also noted that available data/information that are not normally transmitted through WIS may be relevant for DRR related activities. WIGOS may consider how to make them available.
Matters for ICG-WIGOS Consideration
ICG-WIGOS is invited to discuss ways through which it can effectively engage with DRR Programme mechanisms and development and implementation of the DRR Roadmap which may require additional support from WIGOS.
