Some of this material is available on the WIGOS portal, which has been continuously updated with presentations and other relevant supportive material, e.g. on socio-economic benefits, data framework, trends in third-party observations, to be used by Members and other users.
Note: there is an expectation that additional examples of integration of third-party observations integration and cooperation with non-NMHS Partners will be presented during the session. 
2) Capacity Development (CD)
· The CBS-TECO (September 2014) presentations on the WIGOS Station Identifiers, RBON and WIGOS Metadata are examples of CD material to support wider dissemination and improved understanding of the respective topics.
· Completed versions of the ‘Self-assessment checklist’ (to assist Members in a national self-assessment of their readiness for WIGOS implementation) were provided by Australia and Switzerland as potential models to follow for other Members; both were translated into all WMO official languages and are available at the WIGOS Tools page. 
· Draft Guidance on how to deal with integration of third-party observations from AWS networks was developed by CBS/ET-AWS (“Decision Process for the Integration of External Data Sources into National Meteorological Organizations”) and presented at CBS/ET-AWS-7 (2012). It will be finalized soon and available on the WIGOS Portal.
3) Next Priorities
The highest priority should be given to the development of: 

· Technical guidelines and related guidance material, specifically on the WIGOS Identifiers, WIGOS Metadata, WIGOS QM (specifically on the monitoring of observational data quality), OSND principles and some others, and step-by-step the Guide to WIGOS, to assist Members in implementing and operating their observing networks and systems in accordance with the WMO Technical Regulations (WMO-No. 49), including the Manual on WIGOS;
· Concept paper on WIGOS Regional Centres, including their role, scope and purpose, requirements, infrastructure, basic (mandatory) and additional capabilities (functions), process of designation and compliance evaluation (certification), resources estimation, etc. Members should understand the critical importance of such Centres for a successful implementation of WIGOS as an operational system.
