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DRAFT ANNOTATED PROVISIONAL AGENDA
1. ORGANIZATION OF THE SESSION
1.1. Opening of the session


The first session of the Inter-Commission Coordination Group on WIGOS (ICG-WIGOS) Task Team on WIGOS Data Quality Monitoring System (TT-WDQMS) is planned to open at 09:00 hours on Tuesday 13 December 2016 at Geneva, Switzerland.
1.2. Adoption of the agenda

The draft provisional agenda, as contained in Doc 1.2(1), will be submitted for adoption. The order of the items may be modified and additional items may be introduced as appropriate.

1.3. Working arrangements


The session and documentation will be in English only. Working documents for the session will be made available on the WMO Web-server under the WIGOS Homepage at: http://www.wmo.int/WIGOS. The session will also decide on other arrangements, such as a tentative work plan and working hours.
2. GUIDANCE FROM ICG-WIGOS-5 AND CBS-16
The session will be informed on the relevant outcomes from the 5th Session of the Inter-Commission Coordination Group on WIGOS (Geneva, 25-28 January 2016) and from the 16th Session of the Commission for Basic Systems (Guangzhou, China, 23-29 November 2016).
3. REVIEW OF THE TERMS OF REFERENCE OF TT-WDQMS
The session will review the Terms of Reference (ToR) for TT-WDQMS and will describe each element of the ToR in detail and what the team is going to undertake to deliver the ToR.

4. REVIEW OF THE WDQMS CONCEPT AND ITS MAIN FUNCTIONS
The session will review the outcomes of the 1st and 2nd Workshops on QM&IM and agree what findings and recommendations remain relevant and highlight any that will need modifying in the light of the work undertaken during this year.
The views of all the participating experts should be shared for reviewing the situation and considering how well the proposals fit, especially when applying the principles to other observing components, not just the GOS.
5. WDQMS PILOT PROJECT WITH NWP CENTRES
The session will discuss the status and results of the WDQMS Pilot Project with the NWP Centres, including the prototype Web-tools for the visualization and analysis of the monitoring data.
6. WDQMS DEMONSTRATION PROJECT IN RA I
6.1. Report of Results
The session will be briefed on the perspectives of Kenya and Tanzania regarding the results and lessons learnt during the Demonstration Project in RA I.

6.2. Assessment and Outcomes of the Demonstration Project
The session will discuss and agree on common conclusions about the Demonstration Project, including the monitoring tools and the incident management procedures. This will form an important part of the meeting, to assess if/how such projects are useful to progress of work.
7. UPDATE/FURTHER ELABORATION OF THE WDQMS CONCEPT AND ITS MAIN FUNCTIONS
The participants are invited to contribute with material beforehand for discussion and revision during the session, regarding the further development of the functional description of WDQMS components.

Tasks such as those related to the development of guidance material for inclusion in the Guide to WIGOS to assist Members and Regional Associations establishing WDQMS functions, should be considered.
8. THE WDQMS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE REGIONAL WIGOS CENTRES
The session will be briefed on the concept of the Regional WIGOS Centres (RWC), as well as on the plans for RWC pilot projects in Regional Associations I, II and VI. The session will discuss and make recommendations on the development and implementation of the WDQMS functions through the RWCs. The status and plans related to WIGOS Metadata and the OSCAR/Surface, as another RWC function related to WDQMS, will be presented and discussed.
9. EXTENSION OF THE WDQMS TO ALL COMPONENTS OF THE GOS

Taking into account the experience and well established practices from ‘components’ of the GOS, such as AMDAR and JCOMMOPS, the session will discuss and elaborate on the process, priorities and plans for the integration of those, and other, GOS ‘components’ in WDQMS.

In that respect, the session will prepare recommendations to be submitted to the 6th session of ICG-WIGOS (early January 2017), including a review of the Manual on WIGOS in terms of provisions related to the WDQMS.

10. APPROACHES TO INTEGRATE ALL WIGOS OBSERVING COMPONENTS IN WDQMS

The session will discuss and prepare recommendations to be submitted to the 6th session of ICG-WIGOS, on the process and the approaches to integrate in WDQMS the non-GOS observing components of WIGOS (the observing component of the Global Atmosphere Watch, GAW, the WMO Hydrological Observing Systems, WHOS, and the observing component of the Global Cryosphere Watch, GCW).
11. THE WORK PROGRAMME/ACTION PLAN OF TT-WDQMS

The session will develop a draft Work Programme/Action Plan, to ensure that the tasks assigned to the TT-WDQMS will be completed in due time.
12. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Any other relevant issue brought by members will be discussed as agreed in Item 1.2
13. CLOSURE OF THE SESSION
The session is tentatively scheduled to close at 17.30 hours on 15 December 2016.
