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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

1. ORGANIZATION OF THE SESSION
1.1. Opening of the session


The first session of the Inter-Commission Coordination Group on WIGOS (ICG-WIGOS) Task Team on WIGOS Metadata (TT-WMD) will open at 09:00 hours on Monday 11 March 2013 at the WMO Headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland. 
1.2. Adoption of the agenda

The provisional agenda, as contained in Doc 1.2(1), will be submitted for adoption. The order of the items may be modified and additional items may be introduced if necessary.

1.3. Working arrangements

5. RELATIONSHIP TO OTHER WIGOS/WIS WORK
5.1. Regulatory Material

The members of TT-WMD will be informed of the recent work of the Task Team for WIGOS Regulatory Material, and the anticipated requirements for regulatory material related to WIGOS metadata, in particular metadata related input to the WMO Technical Regulations.

5.2. WIGOS Operational Information Resource

The meeting will be provided with a presentation describing the WIGOS Information Resource (WIR) and the anticipated requirements of the WIR for WIGOS observational metadata.

5.3. WIS Metadata (Discovery Metadata)


The meeting will be advised of the work that has been performed as part of WIS implementation in relation to WIS (discovery) metadata and how this differs from WIGOS observational metadata.
6. REQUIREMENTS FOR OBSERVATIONAL METADATA
The different types of observational metadata will first be described and discussed, and then presentations will be provided to the meeting by the TT’s representative of each of the technical commissions (TCs) on:

· The work performed previously within their TC to define and/or specify its requirements for observational metadata, including any published documents on this work, and

· The TC’s future needs for metadata as part of WIGOS.

The meeting will discuss and agree on those actions to be carried out to complete the work of the TT as defined by its Terms of Reference, including those responsible for leading particular items and an approximate target timeline for each.
