The session will be informed on the current status of the WIGOS Metadata exchange model/schema and on the latest developments of the Machine-to-Machine (M-2-M) interface.

The session will review and update the plans related to the completion and implementation of the M-2-M interface.

6. REVIEW OF THE WIGOS METADATA STANDARD
6.1. Review of any changes proposed by CBS-16
Taking into account the outcomes from CBS-16, the session will review the WIGOS Metadata Standard (WMDS) regarding any changes proposed by CBS-16.

6.2. Review of any changes proposed by the users communities
The session will be briefed on the weaknesses/issues of the WMDS identified by the users communities and discuss any changes and further developments, that are needed to ensure full applicability of the standard by the following communities:

6.2.1. Satellites,
6.2.2. Hydrology,
6.2.3. Cryosphere,
6.2.4. Others
7. OSCAR/SURFACE – OPERATIONAL STATUS AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENTS 
The session will be informed on the latest developments of OSCAR/Surface, and on its current operational status, as well as on further changes already planned.
The participants are invited to share the experiences and issues they are aware of from their communities or from their countries, so the session could consider an evaluation of OSCAR/Surface, i.e. what needs to be done to improve its functionality, in terms of user requirements and in terms of the user interface.

The session will review the status of the transition period from WMO-Pub.9, Volume A into OSCAR/Surface. The future integration of OSCAR/Surface with the WIGOS Data Quality Monitoring System (WDQMS) will also be discussed.
8. GUIDANCE MATERIAL AND TRAINING EVENTS ON WMDS AND OSCAR/SURFACE
The session will review the existing guidance material related to the WMDS and to the OSCAR/Surface (contained in the 1st Edition of the Guide to WIGOS) and will discuss its further development.

The session will review and further elaborate on the training plans for OSCAR/Surface and for WIGOS Metadata.
9. THE FUTURE TASK TEAM ON OSCAR DEVELOPMENT
The session will draft recommendations to be submitted to ICG-WIGOS-6 (January 2017) regarding the Terms of Reference and the future work plan of the new Task Team on OSCAR Development.

Any other relevant issue brought by members will be discussed as agreed in Item 1.2
