RELEVANT Recommendations of EC and ICG-WIGOS
1.1 There was no WIGOS Quality Management relevant recommendation by EC-65.
1.2 ICG-WIGOS noted that some confusion still prevailed on the scope and purpose of WIGOS QM. ICG-WIGOS agreed that a realistic TT-WQM work plan should be developed urgently with a clear indication of what can be achieved by Cg-17 and by Cg-18, respectively. 
1.3 More dedicated work is needed to improve the current quality control and monitoring practices and procedures, including availability of monitoring results in real-time and feed-back to the data providers; TT-WQM should build on experiences and lessons learned by EUMETNET, AMDAR and other observing systems.
1.4 Guidance material on how Members can implement WIGOS QM related provisions drafted in the WIGOS relevant WMO Technical Regulations is needed. For this purpose, the CIMO Guide (Part III, Chapter 1)
, together with the WIGOS relevant Technical Regulations, could be used as a key reference for the development of corresponding guidance material needed for the regional and national WIGOS implementation.
1.5 Considering overarching WMO aspects of WIGOS QM provisions, special focus should be given on the international quality monitoring system, and the revision of the current approach to observational data monitoring should be undertaken.
1.6 The following issues were identified: (1) Early nomination of TT-WQM member with satellite expertise; (2) Sustainability of quality management in the future.

1.7 Based on a review of the current practices in the observational data monitoring system recommendation on the way forward should be formulated, including suggestions on:
· modernisation of the monitoring system

· near-real time reporting

· quality evaluation leading to quality improvement

· fault management with feedback mechanisms

· extension of the observational data monitoring to non-weather areas (i.e. beyond the GOS), where appropriate and possible

· documentation of how revision of the observational data quality monitoring system will be coordinated by TT-WQM and which teams would be responsible for what aspects.
1.8 ICG-WIGOS agreed that a Workshop on Quality Management should be organized with the following aim: (a) Review Regulatory Material on Quality Management; (b) Review of the observational data quality monitoring practices for the WIGOS component observing systems.
1.9 A possible “certification process” of the “third-party” (non-NMHS) data/observations was discussed; how WIGOS should address the issue of “third party” observations as they may not conform to WIGOS standards and regulations but may nevertheless be valuable for many applications; how to ensure that the quality of such data can be guaranteed and known. Guidance is needed on how WIGOS could incorporate and use such observations, especially as far as reliability is concerned (using data of undocumented and unknown quality is an issue).
