Current Status of Wigos Regulatory material
1.1 At the beginning of April, the ICG-WIGOS Task Team on WIGOS Regulatory Material, chaired by Mr. Russell Stringer, has successfully managed to complete the drafts of the WMO Technical Regulation (WMO-No. 49), Volume I, Part I - WIGOS, and the Manual on WIGOS
. The drafting of these two documents is a result of a collaborative approach involving all interested Technical Commissions, and this marks a very important milestone on our way toward establishing the WIGOS Framework.
1.2 ICG-WIGOS-3 accepted the plan developed by PTC-2014 meeting in January, which was to obtain endorsement of the WIGOS Regulatory Material through the Presidents of Technical Commissions rather than at full sessions of all Technical Commissions. ICG-WIGOS further adopted a timeline for the review process. This is presented in Annex to paragraph 4.1.3 of the Final Report from ICG-WIGOS-3. 
1.3 Both draft documents were subsequently distributed to the presidents of all technical commissions. The review process by experts of all technical commission extends over a three-month period commencing on April 10, 2014 (with a deadline by 12 July 2014). Keeping to this timeline, agreed by PTC-2014 and ICG-WIGOS-3, will allow the WIGOS-PO to incorporate any modifications, have the documents translated, distribute them to all WMO Members for a mandatory review period, and ultimately submit them in time for Congress-XVII in May 2015. 
1.4 Regarding the Guide to WIGOS, TT-WRM-3 agreed on the concept of a "thin layer" approach providing pointers to all the related information available from other sources. 
1.5 ICG-WIGOS agreed that the development of the Guide to WIGOS under the WIP Key Activity Area 1.1.1, as well as related activities under 4.1.1 and 6.1.1 cannot meet the original implementation deadlines of 2015; new target dates for their completion were suggested. The corresponding proposals are reflected in the updated WIP, v.2.9 submitted to EC-66 for consideration and approval.
