CIMO GUIDE EDITORIAL BOARD:

REPORT OF THE CHIEF EDITOR
1. ACTIVITIES SINCE TT-WRM-2
1.1
Besides its usual tasks, the Editorial Board considered contributions from the CIMO Guide to WIGOS regulatory material. This question was specially addressed during the board’s annual meeting November 13-15 in Geneva.
2. WORK FOR THIS MEETING
2.1
The Editorial Board considered in particular whether text should be cut out of the CIMO Guide to be included in the WIGOS regulatory material, or whether the WIGOS regulatory material should mainly include motherhood statements making reference to the relevant parts of the CIMO Guide.
2.2
The Editorial Board recommended the second approach to ensure the various documents meet the requirements of their target audiences, to avoid spreading information over various documents, to avoid duplications, to ensure the consistency of the text of the CIMO Guide, and to simplify the update process of the various documents, while ensuring relevant groups keep ownership of their documents and responsibility for updating them regularly.
2.3
The Editorial Board also recommended a method to identify the correspondence between the WIGOS regulatory material and the CIMO Guide to ensure that cross-references are properly update whenever a document is being revised

It is expected that the WIGOS regulatory material will be referencing specific sections of the CIMO Guide. When developing updates to the CIMO Guide, it is important that authors be aware of which sections are being cited in the WIGOS regulatory material to ensure the referencing of the documents remains correct, and also to properly inform Members of the implications of specific changes, when this requires them to change their practices.

The Editorial Board therefore recommended that a table be developed which would provide the correspondence of the section of the WIGOS regulatory material to the relevant sections of the CIMO Guide. That table would have to specify to which version of both documents it is referring. A new table should be created each time that a new edition of one of the documents is published. Those tables should be accessible from the webpage of the CIMO Guide as well as from the webpage of the relevant WIGOS regulatory document.

The Editorial Board recommended that the WIGOS Task Team on Regulatory Material considers making this a general practice for all WIGOS documents.
