10. DRAFT Resolution 11.4/X (Cg-XVI) - INTEGRATION OF THE WMO OBSERVING SYSTEMS
Based on the discussion and outcomes of the meeting, the session will be invited to formulate a draft Resolution 11.4/X (Cg-XVI) to be submitted to EC-WG/WIGOS-WIS-4 for its finalization; the draft Resolution will be submitted to Cg-XVI for consideration and endorsement.
