2. REVIEW OF GUIDANCE AND RECOMMENDATIONS ADOPTED BY EC-LXI


The session will be briefed by Chair of the EC WG on WIGOS and WIS regarding guidance for EC WG in the light of recommendations by EC-LXI.
3. WIS PROJECT AND IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

The session will be briefed by the Chair of the Inter-Commission Coordination Group on WIS (ICG-WIS) and the WIS Project Manager on the status of implementation of the WIS Project, including the designation process of WIS centres.
4. REPORT OF SUB-GROUP ON WIGOS

The second session of the Subgroup on the WMO Integrated Global Observing System (SG-WIGOS-2) of the EC WG on WIGOS and WIS was held at the WMO Secretariat in Geneva, Switzerland, from 19 to 23 October 2009. Major deliberations of this session will be reported to the meeting.  The session will be invited to consider and decide upon recommendations specified by SG-WIGOS-2. 5. WIGOS PROJECTS
The session will be briefed on the status reports and evaluation of the WIGOS Pilot and Demonstration Projects (experiences gained, problems occurred, and projects implementation constraints, lessons learned). Based on that, the session will formulate its recommendations for EC-LXII.
6. WIGOS CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS (CONOPS) 
SG-WIGOS-2 considered in detail an elaborated version of the WIGOS Concept of Operations (CONOPS) submitted by the WMO Secretariat; it agreed on the refined version to be submitted to EC-WG/WIGOS-WIS-3 for consideration and endorsement. CBS OPAG-IOS ET on the Evolution of the GOS at its fifth session (ET-EGOS-5, December 2009) also proposed some modifications to CONOPS. The session will be invited to review the new version to be submitted to EC-LXII for consideration and endorsement. 

7. WIGOS INTRODUCTORY PUBLICATION
The session will be invited to consider the draft WIGOS Introductory Publication elaborated by a seconded expert for consideration and endorsement. 
8. WIGOS DEVELOPMENT AND   IMPLEMENTATION PLAN (WDIP)
The session will consider the status of WDIP and accomplishments achieved by April 2009. The session will be invited to review WDIP and agree on the recommendations to be submitted to EC-LXII. 

9. WIGOS DevelopmeNT and implementation strategy
The session will review the draft proposal for WIGOS Comprehensive Costed Development and Implementation Strategy and approve the version to be submitted to EC-LXII consideration and endorsement. ET-EGOS-5 also proposed some contributions to this Strategy. The session will be invited to review the draft Strategy to be submitted to EC-LXII for consideration and endorsement.

10. report on the integration between the WMO observing systems
The session will review a draft report on the integration between the WMO observing systems for Cg-XVI to be submitted to EC-LXII for consideration and endorsement. The session will also discuss the role of WIS in the integration process of WMO observing systems.
11. RECOMMENDATION FOR EC-LXII
Based on the discussion and outcomes of the meeting, EC WG will be invited to formulate proposals and recommendations on further development and implementation of the WIGOS concept and the WIS Project to be submitted to EC-LXII for consideration.

12. FUTURE WORK PROGRAMME AND ACTION PLAN OF THE EC WG ON WIGOS-WIS

Based on the results from discussion, EC WG on WIGOS-WIS will specify the major tasks for its work programme until the next session in 2011 as well as its Action Plan for steering and monitoring the WIGOS and WIS activities.
