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5. Argos monthly status report

5.1 As of 26 August 1985, the Argos service was handling reports from 384 drifting buoys, 72 moored
buoys, 1 balloon, 14 ships, 241 fixed stations and 41 miscellaneous platforms. On the same
date, during a period of 24 hours, 1385 DRIBU reports were transmitted from 106 drifting buoys
to the RTH Paris, for insertion into the GTS. The list of platforms reporting through Argos
and distributed over the GIS is given below.

reporting stations.
