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EDITORIAL

Dear Reader,

In 1982 the Commission for Basic Systems (CBS) requested that a Newsletter be produced to provide World Weather Watch Centres with the latest operational information.  In December 2001 (Sydney) the CBS Management Group agreed that the Newsletter should be distributed via electronic mail and accompanied by an announcement informing recipients of the latest issue available on the WMO server.  Through the WMO letter No. 18172-02/WB/SY/T.8 dated 20 March 2002 and the first 2 issues of the Newsletter of 2002, all recipients of the Newsletter were informed of the plan to cease the distribution of the Newsletter on paper as from the May-June 2002 edition. 

Producing the Newsletter in an electronic format and accessing it through the Internet allows for a more flexible publishing approach.  Relatively static information regularly inserted into the previous Newsletters (e.g. lists of buoys) will be excluded from the Newsletter and replaced with a link to the relevant page of the server.  The size of the Newsletter will be kept within limits (e.g. 200 Ko), with a view to facilitating downloading through the Internet.  For the future we envisage disseminating the electronic newsletter at irregular intervals (i.e. as and when information is made available to us), thus providing operational centres with up-to-date information.

This Newsletter is disseminated free of charge by the World Meteorological Organization Secretariat.  Its objective is to provide World Weather Watch (WWW) Centres with urgent notifications and a summary of the latest operational information on the World Weather Watch and Marine Meteorological Services:

· The Global Data-Processing System 

· Data Management 

· Codes 

· Marine Meteorological Services

1.1 Amendments to Volume D

Amend Chapter 2 – Meteorological Broadcasts by Radio-Facsimile 

Notification from China:

Changes to radio broadcast in China.  The VSAT satellite telecommunication system in China is currently in operation.  The function and operation of the system prove to be stable and reliable.  A recent survey indicated that users in RA II had discontinued receiving the BAA and BAF broadcasts operated by CMA in Beijing.  In this connection, CMA has planned to replace the HF broadcasts with the PCVSAT satellite-based data distribution system and terminate the operation of HF broadcasts in Beijing as of 1 October 2002.  During the replacement phase, a specialized internet service will be developed as an alternative way to deliver information.

Amend Chapter 6 - Marine Meteorological Services Available for Main Port 

Notification from the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland 

The information is now separated into three groups: UK Headquarters, England, & Scotland. The entries are separated by "Area" as one officer now serves the ports in an area or a region.

The entry for Scotland and Northern Ireland has been deleted.
