(1) All VHF transmissions are announced on Channel 16 and the actual broadcast made on one of the Channels 10, 23, 73, 84 or 86. The initial call on Channel 16 will advise the mariner which channel is to be used for the transmission of the forecast.


All M/F transmissions are announced on 2182 kHz,  the appropriate working frequency being advised in the initial announcement.  





(2) The Inshore Waters forecast broadcast by HM Coastguard (Maritime and Coastguard Agency) is for the relevant stretch of Inshore Waters (up to 12 mile offshore) within the reception area of the transmitting station. The sixteen areas are:





– Shetland Isles


– From Cape Wrath to Rattray Head including Orkney 


– Rattray Head to Berwick on Tweed 


– Berwick on Tweed to Whitby 


– Whitby to the Wash 


– The Wash to North Foreland


– North Foreland to Selsey Bill 


– Selsey Bill to Lyme Regis 


– Lyme Ragis to Lands End including the Isles of Scilly 


– Lands End to St Davids Head including the Bristol Channel


– St Davids Head to Colwyn Bay, including St Georges Channel 


– Colwyn Bay to the Mull of Galloway including the Isle of Man 


– Lough Foyle to Carlingford Lough 


– The Mull of Galloway to Mull of Kintyre  including the Firth of Clyde and the North Channel 


– Mull of Kintyre to Ardnamurchan Point 


– Ardnamurchan Point to Cape Wrath including the Outer Hebrides 





(3) Gale/storm warnings are broadcast when received and repeated in the following routine transmissions while the warnings remain in force.





(4) Strong wind warnings are only broadcast if the warning indicates a significant change  to the Inshore Waters Forecast which could result in problems for small craft





(5) The Winter Fishing Fleet Forecast is broadcast in the evening transmission and repeated the next morning.
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
