(2)	Strong-wind warnings are issued whenever winds of Force 6 or above are expected over the coastal strip (waters up to 5 miles offshore). A Strong-wind warning is also issued if there is a gale warning in force for the relevant main sea area (areas included in the Shipping Bulletins broadcast by the BBC and via NAVTEX stations on 518kHz) even though winds in the zone up to 5 miles offshore are not expected to reach Force 6.  In such a situation the warning will state that winds are not expected to reach Force 6 in the coastal strip but that there is a warning of gales seaward.
