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6. Transportation Between Airport and the Hotel
The participants will be responsible for local transportation & expenses between airport and their hotel. 
From the Airport to the Casa Oasis Station

All international participants are expected to arrive at the Mohammed V International Airport in Casablanca. To get from the airport (AEROPORT Med V) into Casablanca, take the train to Casa Oasis Station (L’OASIS). A second class ticket from the airport to Casa Oasis Station costs 40 Dirhams (approx. 4€) and a first class ticket 60 Dirhams (approx. 6€). From the Casa Oasis Station to the Hotel
When you get off the train at Casa Oasis Station (L’OASIS), take the Red Taxi to the hotel, Le Club Val d’Anfa Hotel, which costs about 30 Dirhams (approx. 3 to 4€). 
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Please note that participants can take one of big taxis parked in front of the exit of the airport to go directly to the hotel. The price of the taxi is 300MAD (30 Euros).

The official currency of Morocco is the Moroccan Dirham, denoted as MAD or Dhs. The Moroccan Dirham is composed of 100 centimes; notes are available in denominations of (Dhs) 200, 100, 50, 25, and 20, all in new and old varieties and coins are available in denominations of (Dhs) 10, 5, 2 and 1, or 50, 20, 10 and 5 centimes. There are several types of 10 and 5 Dirham coins in circulation. Below are the approximate exchange rates for Euro and US Dollars.
	1 USD  =   9.80 Dhs

	1 EUR  = 10.80 Dhs
