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Summary of IPET-MDRD Metadata sub-team Meeting 10-12 November 2015 for ICT-ISS
Issues directed to ET-CTS
1. IPET-MDRD posed several questions or advisories to OPAG ISS expert teams. These are included in IPET-MDRD-3/ISS  (http://wis.wmo.int/file=2453. )
2. The report states that it “highlights decisions and recommendations made by the WIS metadata sub team of IPET-MDRD that met in Geneva from 10-12 November 2015. The report concentrates on those decisions that may need other teams in OPAG-ISS to take action.”
3. In particular it asks ET-WISC and ET-CTS
3.1. Vol C1 records the RTH that a centre uses to pass information to the GTS. That information is not recorded in WIS Discovery Metadata.  IPET-MDRD asks ET-CTS and ET-WISC whether that information is still required.
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Recommended Text 
The meeting noted the sub-report from IPET-MDRD asking about the need to include routeing information in WIS metadata, or more precisely, the need for recording which RTH a centre sends to. It noted that this is largely a matter to be considered by ET-WISC, taking into consideration that ET-CTS considers such information is important. Furthermore, as decided
