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Identification of principal and associated GISCs 
1. WIS Database
1.1 National Centres
1. The current status of WIS centre identification recorded in the WIS Centres Database shows that there are 223 National Centres registered in WIS. All have been approved by Congress or Executive Council, however, five have still to notify of their principal GISC. These are: Albania, Estonia, Lebanon, Malta and Monaco.

2. Centres in the Manual on WIS that need to be updated to include their Principal GISC include Denmark, Luxembourg, Slovakia and Turkmenistan. Updates can be made through EC-68 or via CBS. There are also some countries or centres in the process of changing their Principal GISC, such as Algeria. It is recommended that the Manual on WIS be updated through CBS process and reported to EC-69.
1.2 Data collection or production centres
3. The WIS Centres Database shows that there are 135 DCPCs registered in WIS. 74 of these centres have been endorsed by CBS and designated by Congress/EC. TT-CAC has been working hard to complete the CBS endorsement of centres and there are presently seven DCPCs endorsed by TT-CAC waiting final CBS endorsement. These and 12 others under review by TT-CAC hope to be completed in time for EC-68 approval.

4. There are still 42 DCPCs that have not submitted their forms to TT-CAC. 17 of these are already in the Manual on WIS and are being encouraged to complete their certification as soon as possible. For some of these it will simply be confirmation from their GISC that they are effectively internal DCPCs to GISCs.

5. No DCPCs are without a nominal Principal GISC, however, as with the NCs, there are some centres using the new procedures agreed to by Cg-17 to change their GISC. As with the NCs, it is recommended to bring this to CBS-16 for inclusion in the next release of the Manual on WIS.
Technical Commissions approval process
6. An important step in the WIS Centre designation process is the confirmation of the relevant technical commission or regional association that the centre is contributing to their programme and providing their endorsement. This matter was discussed at the joint meeting of the presidents of technical commissions and regional associations in January 2016 and is now being addressed by the technical commissions and regional associations. It is anticipated that TCs will have documented processes for endorsing or removing their endorsement of centres in WIS.
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Recommended Text 
The meeting noted that there are 223 NCs in WIS, five of which are still to notify of their Principal GISC. These are: Albania, Estonia, Lebanon, Malta and Monaco. It noted that four other centres listed in the Manual on WIS have now identified their Principal GISC but not included in the 2015 version of the Manual on WIS. 
ET-WISC noted that all 135 DCPCs registered in WIS have identified their Principal GISC, however, as is happening with some NCs, some DCPCs are starting to use the processes approved by Cg-17 to change their Principal GISC.
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
