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Feedback from ET-WISC
The meeting discussed the D02(1) Feedback from ET-WISC.
IPET-MDRD recommends that a WIS metadata record for a GTS bulletin should describe the RTH to which the bulletin is firstly sent from the originating centre, using the element distributionInfo/*/distributor.  The distributor/*/distributorContact/*/organisationName should be in format “RTH <city>”, where <city> is the name of the city as described in the Manual on GTS.  Although IPET-MDRD considers the message switching over the GTS is to be replaced by more modern technology, it recommends RTH as the interim measure to ensure the global data management.
IPET-MDRD recommends that a WIS metadata record for a GTS bulletin for observation reports from the RBSN/RBCN/ANTON stations should describe the WMO region of the observing site, using place keywords at identificationInfo/*/descriptiveKeywords/*[keywordtype=”place”]/keyword.   The Regional Associations I through VI are indicated by keywords “WMORegion1” through “WMORegion6” respectively.  We don’t choose roman numerals for readability.  The Antarctica is indicated by “WMORegion7” for Volume C1 compatibility.
IPET-MDRD reaffirms the decision D10 of its third meeting: IPET-MDRD recommended that the submission of WIS Metadata should be the procedure to “make known to all Members through WMO Secretariat” the designation of “additional” data regarding Resolution 40 (Cg-XII). The procedure should be documented in the Guide to the WIS, and the text should make it clear that nominating an individual to edit metadata includes the delegation of authority to record the data policy and that appropriate internal processes should be in place to authorize the change in record.
