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The questions below are a guideline to help stimulate discussions in the working groups. It is not a list of questions that need to be answered. 

· Who are the users of WIS? are they still the same than 10 years ago ?
· Who WIS is supposed to serve ? Traditional Met Services ? WIS Centres ?
· WIS attempts to address the need of all WMO Programmes. What are the reason for the limited uptake ?
· How do we keep stakeholders closely engaged?
· Is WIS more flexible than GTS ?
· How can we evolve from the spaghetti diagram to a purely hierarchical solution were NC and DCPC connecting directly to and from GISCs
· What other systems should the WIS be interoperable with? 
· What are the 'operational' requirements that the WIS should meet? 
· Timeliness, robustness, availability, ... 
· What are the most effective dissemination infrastructures when data and information are big and will keep on increasing? 
· How can we establish a “federation” of data centres ? WIS data centres, contributing data centres
· How can we improve interoperability between data centres?
