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DRAFT – Self Assessment of conformance of a CDMS with WMO CDMS Specifications (WMO-No 1131)

Introduction
The CMO Climate Data Management Systems (CDMS) Specifications document (WMO-No 1131) provides advice of the functionality needed for a CDMS. This functionality is classified under three categories – Required, Recommended, Optional. See ibid 2.5.1.1 and 2.6 for further information.

This Self-Assessment only considers the Required functionality.

It is intended to provide a useful framework for CDMS procurement staff of NMHSs, climate data managers, systems integrators and CDMS developers, architects, vendors, etc. in conjunction with WMO No-1131.

In specific implementations, the functionality may be provided by one or more systems. If this Self-Assessment is primarily concerned with one software package, and a Required functionality is outside the scope of that package, then the self-assessment should record and identify the external system (if any) which provides the missing functionality.

Uses of the Self-Assessment
There are a number of potential uses and users of this Self-Assessment, and the way in which it is used may change according to the purpose. Uses might include:
· A specification or procurement process for acquiring and implementing a replacement CDMS. For this, it may make sense to include assessment of features defined as Recommended or Optional in WMO-No 1131.
· A group producing a software package. Some functions may be noted as outside the scope of the software package itself, and dependant on the organisational context in which it is implemented.
· As part of the audit process for a Quality Management System such as ISO 9001. This may pay particular attention to the CDMS Governance issues and to Core IT infrastructure, especially security, access control and disaster recovery. 

Use of the Self-Assessment spreadsheet
The spreadsheet reproduces the list of Required functions at Appendix 2 of WMO-No 1131. In the list, each component has the paragraph reference to the detailed explanation in the main document, and this should be carefully considered when making the assessment.

For each function, an explanation should be recorded. In particular, this should explain where particular functions are external to the CDMS software package, or are split across several packages.

A summary mark of Full / Partial / Missing / Unknown / Other should be given.
