2. Report of the meeting of the Steering Group for the Seamless GDPFS (November 2016)
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The meeting of the Steering Group of the Seamless Global Data-processing and Forecasting System (GDPFS), held at WMO Headquarters, in Geneva, Switzerland, from 1 to 4 November 2016, noted that there are various platforms that provide GDPFS information, products and tools, including:
· Web Portals developed within the context of the SWFDP regional subprojects:
· Web sites of the Lead Centres for Deterministic NWP Verification; for EPS Verification; for Long-range Forecast Multi-Model Ensemble; for Standardized Verification System for Long-range Forecasts; etc.;
· Web sites for displaying nuclear ERA products.
The Steering Group stressed the need to develop a common technical platform that brings together all these elements and addressing the existing gaps for a seamless GDPFS.  This may be addressed in the context of the new WIS Part C on “Information Management”, as such development may impact on the role and functions of GISCs and DCPCs. The requirement to move to impact-based forecasts and risk-based warnings would necessitate the inclusion of non-conventional information, such as vulnerability and exposure, in the conventional meteorological dataset.  This requirement would need to be addressed by WIS and WIGOS and their components.
