1.	DECISIONS/ACTIONS REQUIRED
The Management Group is invited to decide on the following:
i. Determine which CBS Groups should be involved with the development of a GMAS and global warnings portal;
ii. Whether the CBS Focal Point on Disaster Risk Reduction should be a part of the Advisory Group that has been established to develop the concept of a GMAS or global warnings portal.
2.	ISSUES TO BE DISCUSSED
i. How does CBS wish to become further involved in the development of the concept of a GMAS or global warnings portal?
3.	BACKGROUND INFORMATION
3.1	CBS Contribution to the Future Global MeteoAlarm System (GMAS)
3.1.1	Commission for Basic Systems, Sixteenth Session (CBS-16)
During CBS-16, a side event on a Regional and Inter-regional Early Warning Systems and Multi-Hazard Early Warning Systems (EWS/MHEWS)  co-chaired by the Permanent Representatives (PRs) of Croatia and Hong Kong, China, was held to discuss the potential organisation of regional EWS and the technical issues that need to be addressed in the development and maintenance of regional and inter-regional EWS/MHEWS.  
3.1.2	Presidents of Technical Commissions and Regional Associations (PTC-PRA) Meeting 
The PTC-PRA Meeting (9-11 January 2017) welcomed the initiative of integrating existing regional meteo-alarm systems and the start-up of the GMAS and provided strong support for its implementation. It was also noted that the Severe Weather Information Centre (SWIC) being operated by Hong Kong, China on behalf of WMO could be a logical base for final service of the GMAS.
To proceed with this initiative, an Advisory Group and Technical Team have been formed and they includes representatives of existing regional systems in Europe (MeteoAlarm) and Russia (MeteoAlert). The project will be developed in consultation with RAs, relevant TCs and with guidance from EC.
The meeting recommended taking advantage of the upcoming RA meetings to include recommendation for contribution in the future implementation of the GMAS. This would include the development of regional indicator systems and taking advantage of existing projects such as SWFDP, CIFDP and FFGS as well as the expansion and implementation of the Common Alerting Protocol (CAP) to all Members to facilitate the implementation of the GMAS. 
The Meeting supported actions towards engagement of global producing centres and regional climate centres to build up a common WMO  technical platform  to support Members in  leveraging quality and  liability of the  national authoritative source of information  that is feeding WMO GMAS.
The meeting requested the Secretary-General to take action for the development and  implementation of the GMAS and to consider adding a hyperlink  to the System on the WMO website. Budgetary considerations for this initiative will be presented to EC. 
3.1.3	Regional Association II (Asia) Sixteenth Session (RA II-16)
Similarly to CBS-16, RA II-16 held a side event dedicated to the development of a regional and inter-regional EWS and explored the requires that such a system would have. The Session agreed to encourage Members to contribute to the concept development of a sub-regional and regional meteo-alarm system that can be incorporated into a global portal and amongst other things, requested the Secretary-General to support the concept development of a regional meteo-alarm system that will be compatible with, and can be incorporated into, a global warnings portal. 
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
